FOR PHARMACISTS

42 Fail State Board Examina-
tions; 105 Successful
Assistants

At the examinations held in Pitts-
burgh and Philadelphia June 5, 6 and
7 by the State Pharmaceutical Exam-
ining Board, 446 persons applied for
registration and certificates. Two
hundred seventy-one applicants took
the pharmacist examination, of whom
229 were successful and forty-two
failed. At the assistant pharmacist
examination, 175 candidates appeared,
of whom 105 passed and seventy
failed.

The board has advanced the en-
trance requirements for admission to
the graduate course in a college of
pharmacy from one to two. years'
completed high school course, effec-
tive for a pharMmacy course beginning
in" 1918, Prospective pharmacy stu-
dents should notice that the course
beginning in the fall of this year is
the last one under which they may
enter on one year high school.
