The camp here also Includes Field
Hospital No. 4, composed of sons
of Pittsburgh citizens. A troop of
cavalry, being formed In Danville,
Is to be sent here.

No other units are expected by
Major L. V. Rausch, assistant quar-
termaster general and keeper of the
State arsenal, although he has
planned to accommodate the entire
division, should the troops be order-
ed over night to mobilize here.

About 600 men are In camp so
far, and a total of 1,000 will be
in training when all the units have
arrived.

The peaceful camp grounds here
soon are to be the scene of a theo-
retical battle when the supply and
ammunition trains begin actual
drilling. So far the men are being
trained In military rudiments.

War Department Criticised

Washington. July 18.?Attacks upon

the War Department's policy of train-
ing National Guardsmen in southern
camps, and the method of compiling
the army draft quota estimates, con-
tinued to-day in the Senate.

Senator Lodge said the estimate
method was "simply preposterous,"
and created the opinion that the
"rolls have been padded." He want-
ed to know why it was that the Na-
tional Guard from New England Is to
be sent to southern training ramps,
while the army to bo raised by con-
scription is to be trained at a camp
In central Masachusetts.

"If the Massachusetts camp is good
enough to drill one set of troops in
winter," he said, "why Is it not good
enough for the others?"

Senators LaFollette and Watson
also voiced opposition to the sending
of northern troops to the southern
camps. Senator Watson expressed the
belief that there was something hack

| of the plan other than military rea-
son. Senator Knox said he has re-
ceived information that the camp at
Plattsburg was to be broken up and
transferred to a site at Atlanta, Ga.

I Senator Wadsworth collaborated this
[ report and characterized the policy
as "Inconsistent." He said the policy
at Plattsburg, which' represents an in-
vestment by the Government of $500,-
000, was to be abandoned the middle
of August, although the climate
around Plattsburg in the fall is ideal
and training could continue there as
well as in the south.

American Steamer Has
Three Experiences With

German Submarines
By Associated Press

An Atlantic Port, July 18.?Three
experiences with German submarines
on a round trip Atlantic voyage were
reported by officers and passengers
on an American steamship which ar-
rived here to-day. On the voyage
over, two days from her destination,
a U-boat was sighted broadside on.
Before she could maneuver for a
shot, the naval gunners on the
steamship opened fire and the enemy
craft quickly disappeared. It was
not known whether a hit was scored.

On her return voyage the liner
got warning by wireless of hte pres-
ence of U-boats and put into the
nearest port where she waited two
days while destroyers drove away the
submarines. Finally the ship got in-
to the open sea and was rushing at
high speed through the danger zone
when the wake of a torpedo was
seen on the starboard quarter. So
close was the missile when first seen
that there was no time to turn the
ship, but good fortune sent the shot
twenty yards astern. The bad aim
of the Germans was attributed to
heavy black smoke from the ship's
funnels that lay low on the water,
screening her somewhat from the
view.

Later a gas buoy, was mistaken
for the conning tower of a subma-
rine. It blew up after sixty-two shots
had been fired at it by the gunners.

London, July IS.?French men,

women and children under eighteen
and more than fifty years of age, are
being returned by the Germans to
France from the occupied sections in
the northern part of the country at
the rate of 1,000 a day, according to
advices received by the Belgian Re-
lief Commission here. The repatria-
tion is being carried out through
Switzerland.

Thousands of these refugees have
arrived at Evian-les-Baines, in the
Department of Haute-Savoie, on Lake
Geneva. Their condition in described
as pitiful. The relief commission and
the American Red Cross may take
measures to relieve them, as Evian-
les-Baines, with no adequate accom-
modations for suc v throngs, is dally
becoming more congested.

The refugees are all persons Incapa-
ble of performing work useful to the
Germans.

find gladly given up many of their
own comforts to accommodate the
army. The available houses,,however
are not sufficient to accommodate
all the Americans who have arrived,
and so the countryside is dotted
with newly erected barracks that
have sprung up over night and make
even more picturesque this beauti-
ful neighborhood. i

Water Abundant
Water is abundant here, but un-

certain as to purity, so the troops
are adopting filtering methods by
means of bags suspended from tri-
poles, which astonish the local in-
habitants almost as much as the
Americans' inexplicable thirst for
water, which Is unknown to wine
drinkers, many of whom seldom
touch water.

A tasjt which the army has taken
upon Itself'is the clearing up of the
ontire countryside, and at the pres-
ent pace the whole district will soon
look like a well ordered garden.
Such prisoners as are under arrest
for minor infractions'of the regula-
tions are employed each morning In
making headquarters spotless and
are bringing such a degree of order-
liness into the place that the orig-
inal residents are amazed.

The presence of the soldiers here
has naturally , introduced many no-
velties, but probably none is more
welcome than the daily evening cpn-
cert, which attracts people from far
around, people chiefly who have
never heard lively Americai music
and who have been without music
since the outbreak of the war.

Strenuous Training;
An even more strenuous course of

training is in force here than at the
original camp near the landing point \u25a0
of the troops. The men work a min-
imum of eight hours daily; the of-
fiers from twelve to sixteen. In addi-
tion, they take tremendous hikes to
get into condition. Here and there
one falls by the wayside by the ex-
ertion, but the majority are standing
the gaff in a way that speaks vol-
umes for the efficiency of the sys-
tem.

Plans are rapidly developing for
regular and constant training in co-
operation with the French troops en-
camped in this district, whose long
experience has been placed at the
disposal of the newcomers. The
French and American headquarters
are in the same building, and there
is constant co-operation between the
two forces, which will soon be so de-
veloped that the Americans not only
will have guidance and instruction
from French officers, but virtually
there will be an experienced and
trained mentor for each trooper.

Upton Sinclair Quits
the Socialist Party

Los Angeles, Cal., July 18. An-
other of its moguls has joined in the
exodust from the Socialist party.

l.'pton Sinclair, who first became
famous ten years ago with a book en-
titled "The Jungle." a realistic story
of conditions of stockyard workers in
Chicago, last night resigned from
the party because of "its un-Ameri- .

can position on the war" and "its
treasonable draft stand."

The noted author's letter of resig-
nation shows up completely the fals-
ity of pacifist reasoning. Before the
war Sinclair was considered one of
the most rabid of Socialists. Since the
United States entered the conflict the
successor of Jack London as literary
leader of the party has been viewing
with frank disfavor the actions of the
party through Its leaders, Morris Hil-
quit and Victor Berger.

Distiller Discovers a
Means to Make Potash

New Orleans, July IS. Announce-
ment was made hy the Jefferson Dis-
tilling ar.d Denaturing Company yes-

terday that It has evolved a process
for utilization of former waste In dis-
tilling alcohol from molasses, by
which its plant now produces twenty
tons of potash a day.

Prior to the war potash which was
obtained almost exclusively from Ger-
many, was worth $8 a ton in this
country, and to-day it sells at S4OO
a ton.

SOCIALIST'S SON WANTS TO FIGHT
