The House, says a Vienna dis-
patch to the Vossische Zeitung of
Berlin, which reports the incident, re-
jected the resolution as inadmissable
for submission to a vote.

Deputy Stanek said the Czech peo-
rle would become great and strong
despite the presecutions of a narrow-
minded government. The Czechs
never before were so united, so ready
to fight, so certain of victory. They
are united in firm will, he added, anu
never again will bear a foreign yoke.
The Czechs-Slovak state was a fact
which could not be averted.
