GERMANS BITTER
ON PEACE TERMS

Inclned, However, to Accept
Their Fate, Americans
Learn

BY Associated Press.

Coblenz, May 13.—The.impression
gained by American officégg through
talking with Germans regarding the
peace terms is that many of them
are bitter and sullen, but are in-
clined to resign themselves to accept
any terms, no matter how harsh
they may be. No concrete plan of
action has ben suggested in the
event the German delegates at Ver-
sailles refuse to sign the treaty.

American officers say the com-
mon people in the occupied area
have widely divergent views, but
that, as a whole, they appear more
or less stunned. Many of them seem
crushed, but others are showing a
spirit of bravado. Several German
| officials are quoted as having said
| that the terms are more severe than
they had expected, but although it
would be necessary for the German
delegates to argue against some of
the conditions imposed, they felt
there was little else to do but sign.

British am
Agree on Settlement
of éll War Claims

Washington,

May 13.—A ‘“‘com-
plete and comprehens've settle-
ment” of all claims between the

United States and Great Britain
growing out of the military opera-

i tions, has been reached by the
American Liquidation Commission.
! Secretary Baker announced that

under the settlement the British
government would pay the United
States $35,500,000 as a net and final
adjustment.

The claims made by the United
States consisted largely of the Brit-
ish government’s share in the ex-
penses of procuring spruce for avia-
tion material, the production of
Liberty engines, the proportion of
| American wool turned over to Brit-
ish manufacturers for uniforms and
shipments of cotton linters, powder
and distillates.

Asks Allies to Study
Boundaries Between
Polani and Ukraine

Stanislau, West Ukraine, May 13.
—The West Ukrainian government
recently issued a statement asking
that a new Allied mission come
here to study the question of the
boundaries between Poland and the
Ukraine dispute over which leads to
fighting between the Poles and
Ukrainians in the possession of
Lemberg and the oil fileds nearby.
The Ukrainian government also
protested against the action of the
Inter-Allied Mission for blaming the
Ukrainians for resuming the fight
against the Poles. It is pointed out
by Ukrainians that the mission
should have exercised its influence
to induce the Poles to retire from
the disputed territory.

It is thought here that the only
way of stopping hostilities wou'd
be to clear the disputed region of
both Polish and Ukrainian troops
and to 'neutralize the whole Lem-
berg oil zone. After that the fixing
of the boundaries would be the
{work of many months.

Municipamarkets in
the_United States

Washington, May 13 —According
to a report about to be issued by
Director Sam L. Rogers, of the Bu-
reau of the Census, Department of
Commerce, municipal markets were
maintained during the fiscal year
1918 by 128 of the 227 cities having
more than 30,000 inhabitants. These
128 cities reported a totad of 237
markets, 174 of which did a retail
business, fourten a wholesale busi-
ness and fortw-nine conducted both

retail and wholesale business. The
market employes numbered 540.
The largest number of markets

shown for any one city is nineteen,
for New Orleans; Baltimore report-
ed eleven, New York nine, Wilming-
ton, Del., eight, Pittsburgh dix and
Los Angeles, Milwaukee, Washing-
ton, D. C., and Columbus, Ohio, five
each. No other city maintained
more than four and the majority
operated onl yone each,

This report was prepared under
the supervision of Starke M. Grogan,
chief statistician for statistics of
states and cities, Since the Bureau
of the Census is authorized by law
to collect statistics only from those
cities which have populations of
more than 30,000, it was impossible
to extend the inquiry to the many
smaller municipalities which also
maintain markets.

Villa Captures Parral
and 260 Prisoners

El Paso, Tex., May 13.—Accord-
ing to information received here
from Parral, Francisco Villa retook
that city Thursday and made pris-
oners of the garrison of 260 men
under Colonel Gomez, who had oc-
cupied the town but two days be-
fore.

The garrison was outnumbered
and made little resistance. Repeat-
ing his action when he took Parral
on Easter Sunday, Villa freed the
prisoners and told them to go to
w{grk. Casualties were light on both
sides.

NOT DEAD

Emporia, Kan.,.—When Mrs, Clay-
ton Childers of Emporia was called
to the telephone at 5 o’'clock one
morning recently, a voice she
thought she recognized asked her
what were the chances for getting
something to eat, and then she was
sure she recognized the voice. It
was her brother, Charles Brown, of
whose death Mrs. Childers received
official notification last autumn.

This report afterwards was dis-
puted and later a letter came from
young Brown, dated January 16. This
was the last time Mrs. Childers had
heard from him, and at that time he
was in a hospital suffering from gun-
shot wounds.

Another brother of Mrs. Childers
was killed in action in France, and
another has returned and is at work
in Emporia.
