!dome, thepeninsula is extremely narrow, andif well fortified, no force could pass to the re-liefof the fort if inveited below. We think itis the purpose of Jeff.Davis, having well se-

And
when captured, what is it to the ConfederateStates-? The key that unlocks the prison of
Virginia that looses Maryland from-bonds ;
that putsRichmond and Baltimore in comma.
nleation, and transfers Davis' head-quarters
to Baltimore perhaps, and traps 'Washington
by flanking it; that unites the waters of the
Potomac, the James, the York and the Rap-per:that:lock Rivers with those of the Cheaa.
peaks Ray, and lifts the Confederate flag over
the wholeof them ; that -secures, in a temper.ate zone, thebeat harbor on the Atlantic coastas a depot for cotton, andea 0 tempting prize
to hold out to Free.Trade England and France,
as their reward for breaking up the blockade
and establishing perpetual free commerce with
the populations of the States of America. To
Virginians will be presented the idea in this
assault that it is for the defence of their own
soil, for the possession of their Ownrenowned
