B Barrett wee, we believe, the
daughter of a clergyman. She was born in ion.
don, io 1809, and received a tar more .coMplete
education than that usually given to 'ming ladies;
for she became thorouglily versed to Greek and
Latin a, well as in the other branches of a good
eduitanoa. When Titre iv girl, she begin th'writefor petioclienla and, in 1826, potilithed a volume
of .poems called "An Hatay on ildindk and other
Boerne," which we. eurpnairig as a Young girl'swork, though it has been excluded by her from her
collected poem.. Her next. work was a tjheala.,non of ithei "Prometheus Bound" 'of Zichylne,published in 1833. In 1835 appeared "The Sera-
phite and other Poelol.o. The ',Drams of Exile,
tollowed soon after. In her later years,'tfCaia
Guidi 'Windows" was one of the moatextended of
her wink', though- the longest and moat elaboratepoeM of her life is thaanoble poeticalromance
“AnrcortLeigh." The last volume she publtatied,
berried in 1860,trinsialed of a 'collection of minorpoems on the uprising of the Italian people, inwhich. !the took all the interest of a poet and •

Richmond on the 9th kat, rnt by, way of
Tames:on, get home on Wahnisday; 'says that
when lie left there were about ten thousand
troops in Richmond, but them were several
fortified camps commanding- the approaches,
with heavy batteries, ineltuling,,one. below
Roekett of GB-ponders, and on' the ActiumCreekroads of heavy glans. Therewere three
regiments at Howard's Grove,East of the city,
and two regiments of flying artillery near
Rocket% dc. Regiment after regiment was
arriving via Danville. Five regiments, witha
small baggage train,left Richmond onthe Bth,
to reinforce General Johnson. From all ac-
counts he estimates that there are not less
thimi sixty thousand, under General Demure=
gird,at and. around Manassas Junction, and
rainfortements of militia are being forwarded
daily.
