I we. in the fight on Sundayall day, until we
got completely off the field, and were on the road
toward Vienna.— On Sandal morning, we were
withM two or three miles of the place. We en-
camped by the aide ofa read aloes by a wood, and
then formed in line of battle, and proceeded stead-
ily down througha thick wood is a melee, (Boll's

[ Ran,) and kept firing eoeataatly, in order to draw
I oat the enemy and Domani& his butane,. After a
good:deal of I bit, they openedupon as. We then
fought our way down into theplain. The Winton-

,co Regiment ad the 69th tackled a large party,
estimated at a number of thounands, total about
17,009, partially bidden to some brnehwood, end
nueceeded in driving them completely away, at
the point of the bayonet. They ware in great
dieorder ail ever the held. Gee. McDowell
tionerin at the other end and headed them off,
while Colonel Boater approached on the right
with; los division; and the action then became
general. It continued until about 4 o'clock In the
afterimon, when all stood atill and we thought the
battle ;won. The Generale collected on the bill, and
wereelmeriog and shaking bands. Om McDowell
took pin hat off, complimented Gel. Carman, and
said the victory had been woo. Alt at once the re-
Inforromentson the other aide, under Johnstonalwas
supposed, acme down upon us, and the men being
completely azbaostad, gave way, coatil they reached
rho rvid. Col. Corcoran had only Capt. Meagher
with film after Lieut. Col. Haggerty was tilled, which
happimeil in the brat engagement I saw him fall
by a Minketball. Thos. Trot:min Meagher was the
moat riontipicuous man in the field, riding ona white
borui,twith his tiateff„ and golog into the battle most
enthiniastically. At one tineour regimental color
was taken, and Meagher setsod the grace flag of Ira-
Isedjf went to the front, leading the men to the
charge. The color was recaptured, the enemy wu
driven back, and we thenformed Inhollow square, by
orders; and retreated ateadily of the ground.

We 'got on the road all well, and in good order.
Having got mir hand hart, I took a Inecesaiosist
horse,: and rodil'imong the civilians, of which a let,
&Deluding artisul and reporters, were gathers& in
earri'agee and on jmnaback. They were viewing
the battle from the toll. Soon alter I left my refit.
meet, the eiloans got panic-stricken, and from
thepanicreed tea teamsters, 100 imagined
they were going to !meat off. From theteamsters
it spread into several Ohio regiments, and than to-
came general.
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I Mde fuel alene. H there -was any more fight-
ing, ltrnort blare been in the road alter the recut
efnnienced. I think "them use no more fighting.
The ireinforeemento opened font or fire batteries
os tor immediately. There was oaly one party
(that're the woods) that we fought atall. We .114
sot teeally more, except a complete Cavalry reti•
meet, that charged on the Zraares. Almost the
cavalry, about three companies wen colored gad
officered by whits men.
