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John Slidell.
This noted Southern aristocrat, and pesti-

lent traitor, ia the eon of an honest tallow
chandler, and was born in New. York. Yonag
Slidellfrom bia youth affected aristocratic airs,
and was frequently snubbed by those who
vrere acquainted with bia father's honest oc-
cupation. It ia eatd that inconversation with
a lady he' pompously mentioned hi# intention
ot visiting foreign parts. Tbe lady commend-
ed bis views or foreign travel, and qaietly re-
marked that she thought he would feel at
home in Grttee. He ia aaid to be a mean man

and a consummate hypocrite. The New York
gives tbe following sketch ol bia life:

Mr. John Slidell, si preienk residing inTori
Warren, is a native of this city; Dik father
Was a very respectable tallow chandler, and
was for some time President of the Mechanics*
Bank. In tbe times when the 'compact part
of tbe city hardly extended above Houston
street, the family residence was ob the Bloom-
■ngdale road, at or abont the present Intersec-
tion of Thirtieth-street with Broadway, and ia
still standing. Oneoi the prominent events of
John Slidell’s hie city was hia duel
with Stephen Price, tbe manager of the Park
Theatre. For some cauae Price challenged
Slidell, then an enterprising 'young merchant.
They fought in the early morning oi a day, on
which Price was to give a large dinner party.
By some curious mischance Price was
shot in a delicate posterior region, bnt the
dinnerparty came ofT notwithstanding, Price
receiving bis guests Iu bed. It was this duel,
and tbe scandal arising from it, that induced
Slidell to become a resident of New Orleans;
•Stephen Price was, a noted duellat. On
one occasion a British officer named Green, on
bis Way to got into some difficulty
with Pries’* younger brother at'thePark The-
atre, but the matter was settlsd quietly. On
arriving at his post Green was taunted by s
brother officer at the mess-table with not
having resented an insult-given by a Yankee.
Green retnrned to New and challenged
Young Price. They fought and Price was
killed. Stephen Price betrayed no resentment
towards Green,hut hearing some > time after-'
wares that lb#officer- who had incited'Greek
was at the City Hotel, he called there, and
was shwon to tbe officer’s room. Handing
him his card, he s&td: “That is my name,
shall I spit in >our face, or will you consider
it done f” Tbe officer responded thathe un-
derstood the insult, and Price was challenged.
Tbe duet followed, and the officer was shot
dead.

“planning” the mind of the stern' “parient”
of the fairone, until he refused hia content to
bis daughter'* marriage with (he bold Charlie
WUkta, end Insisted upon her giving her hand
to yeuog SUdell, whiah, after many 'protesta-
tions and tha eostomary amount of tears and
At**trios, thedid. and became Mrs. John SU-
doll. Tn» Wlff'-CFlnirti* IVTUIM; did soft/peCk'
and pine, or lot bis melancholy feed on his
weather-beaten chsaks, hot went to sea and
smothered his grief in attending to duty and
sustaining the honor of-hunation's niTtr
seeing bis ‘lady-InsaP again, nor meeting his
successful rival for her hand and heart,, until
he saw him standing a prisoner on board hie
ship,a traitor to bis coontry and nrebel against
the flag tbe honest tor bad spent his life In de-
fending. Snob Is the vomaaoe of war. We
congratulate the bold Charles upon having et
tut 'got.more than even/*’

It bat breo already stated that Gee. Smith
bad led Faducab with a large body of troop*'
to co operate withthe'Ctiro expedition which
went to Belmont.

1 ofGae*-Graat) of about 3,000 men,,
aided by the twa gonboata, to attack Belmont'
in from—the attack by these two columns be-
ing designed to draw ieinforeemenia out of
Columbus; tben the third' column of 3,000
men Irom Paducab, under Gen. Smith, being
in the vicinity of Colombo*; and the fourth
column ol 6,000 from' Fort Holt, under Col.
Cook, joined with Geo. Smith, to attack. Col-
umbus in the rear and 4akatt—which could
easily have been done after its forces were
diminished to help Belmont, and turn the
gun* ol that place upftn the rebel fortasm
Belmont. • •

other plan*, failed of- accomplishment. The
picket Guard says It failed beciuie~tbe mem-
ber* of the river expedition were too eager
(or the Iray, and made the attack one day too
•oon.

When they arrived at t-notAt'earne' ten or
twelve mile* from Colombn»j whare, accord-,
ing to Gen, Grant’* plan, they ehould have
boen onnbeeveinpy of-thn-Sth, ihe-firiag .sud-
denly ceased, and they were ahorfly aftervrardif
ordered to return to. Paducah. ' ilin. Payne
lilt for Cairo on the t3U>, aad it was supposed-
that ha had been ordered there to explain hie
ifcllqre to arrive in time. Some ol the military
authorities asatrl positively that Smithdisobey-
ed order* in not advancing the Paducah
division at the time indicated* Gen. Wallace
was lelt iu oommaud at Paducah.

Any one with halfau idea of military matter*
can see that the plan wta.an excellent one,
but like many other pitas, failed ofperfect
accomplishment; still itrusuited in come good.
