Hancock accepted the prof-fered steel, and ordered a oharge from, hiswhole brigade. It was splendidly made. At 5 o'clock Gen. McClellan arrived fromYorktown. His coming was greeted withcheers. He rapidly got from commander! the 'situation, gave his orders promptly, and thencalled for reinforcements to relieve Hanoock,and placed hiniselfat their •kead. The effec6on the exhausted men was electric.
