Out of Peck's
Brigade alone, whowere under fire onlyabout

So suddenly was the attack made that the
men were called out to repel them without
taking anything sacs theirarms, thus leaving
all elan to the mercy of the enemy. Requisi-
tion has beim made for.a near outfit, however,
and ore long the men will bo once more com-
fortable.

I must relate a few incidents connected with
the tight, the troth of which I can vouch for.
Many others probably odrurred, but to men-
tion .all would be a task worthy of a "Bull
Run Rascal," and I'll not 'attempt the task.

Daring the early part of the engagement a
battery of three-inch' guns was closely pressed
by the enemy, and, their infantry support
haring, retreated, to Save it appeared to

mother of invention, and rather than suffer
the disgrace of having, their pieces taken
by the enemy, they resorted to the expedient
of dismounting them anddragging them along

the ground, halting at ;every few rods and
