Second—Whereas, bj General Order \datedthe 22d day of July, 1862, issued by the Sec-
retary of War of the United States, under au-
thority of the President of the United States,
the military commanders Cf that Government
within the Stales of Virginia, Carolines,Georgia, Florida, Alabama, Mississippi, Lou-isiana, Texas and Arkansas, are directed to
seize and <H« any property, real or personal,belonging to the inhabitantt-ref this Confed-eracy which may be necessary or convenientfor their several commanders, and no provis-
ion is made for compensation to owners ofprivate property thus toned by military com-
manders of the enemy.

Third—And whereas, by General Order No.11, issued by Major General Pope, command-
ing tho forcos of the army in Northern Vir-ginia, it ia ordered that all commanders of
any army corps, divisions, brigades and de-
tached commands will proceed, immediately
to arrest all disloyal mala citiiens, withintheir reach, in the rear of their respective
commands. Suoh as are willing to take theoath of ailegianoe to the United States, and
will furnish sufficientsecurity for its observ-ance, shall be rermittod -to remain at theirhomes and pursue in good, faith their accus-
tomed avocations. Tboso who refuse shall be
couduatod South, beyond (he extreme picketsof the army, notified that if foundagain anywhere within our lines, or at anypoint in the rear, they will be consideredspies, and ba subjected to the extreme rigorof military law. Ifany person, having takenthe oath of allogianee, as above specified, befound to have violated it, Lo shall bo shot,and bis property seised and applied to poblio
os©.
