“that no knew no method of eoadneting a
war except to' march twenty-five miles a day,
to fight, and then to encamp in quiet.” Qen.
Burnside begins like a believer in that polioy.
Whatever his other qualities, he Is at loast
very much in(«nrqost. V -

ile has already Iflspired the army to a rnar-
volous extent. .Oncers want to behave that a
great .command cannot move more than six
miles a day, and accustomed to oar old meth-
od of waiting a week for the issne ofnew cloth-
ing, or a month for the execution of an order
toadvance, ruhtheireyes in mute astonish-
ment.

Parrotts, at a distance of 1,600 yards,
with the river between us.

A few
days will be required to rest the army and
prepare for its grand movement. Bat theold
formula-of “All quiet along the linos" Is
among the things that were.
