When an enterprising capitalist of this

thy erects ,11 distillery, he also builds a

stable in convenient proximity. The

expense of this haler edifice is 'in pro.

portion ',to the number of stalls that it

containti. the builder's price bring eight

dollars per stall. Of course thefts Elallt

are made to occupy the smallest possit,to
space : the ceiling is laid within a few

inches id the cows' backs, giving tow

The proprietdr of the distillery does
not himself engage in the milk tuanufte-
sure, but lets out the stalls to others who
pay for them-at the rate of four dollars
a year.
