of the Spring trade. The receipts of Flour,Bacon,
Pork, Sugar and Molasses, thowever, have been
liberal,and we-bave of these articles jnowin the
market more thanan abundant supply J nnd we

ina few short weeks, upon |ffie opening
of the Spring trade, an activity inbutmess equal,

ifriot surpassing, thatof anylprecedin| season.
The wagon lines from this 1, point eastward, via

Chaabersburg and the Slacklwater route via

-Brownsville, have been time well,
by heavy shipments of Produce/such as Bacon,
Pork, lard, Butter and Tobacco, and that at rales

comparatively low, taking into consideration the

manyimpediments to these modes of conveyance
during a winterseason. Some of these lines have*
daring the greater pah ofthe winfer,made their time
through from Philadelphia to this point in the ex-
traordinary shorttime of five days, which reflects
grest credit upon their enterprising proprietors.
