view or these facts we wouldsuggest that a rclurm should be made in the management of onr pris-
on. and that instead of the present practice or committing for a abort period, as in-many instances
not more than from one to ten days are giventhem, the iime should be cstended, and instead of
being sentenced to imprisonment only, they should be sentenced to imprisonment and labor.
