What direction theseunwounded prisoners were taken I can-not say, for I saw none of them for acouple of months afterwards. As forthe wounded, a guard of about twentysoldiers, under the command of a ser-geant, took us in charge and off wetraveled, the rough motion of the wag-on torte-ing some ofthe hurt almost be-yond endurance. Jim Welsch, one ofaril'the bravest soldiers in o company wasshot thro' the body, every time hebreathed, something; Molt he sup-posed to be bile, woul flow from thewound. Some one mai to him, "Jim,you are atonally wounded, and can'tlive long; you had better not swear sohard." Jim uttered a dreadful oath,and said he would long enough to shoota dozen of scoundrels. Though very farfrom pious myself, I was dreadfullyshocked at the awfallieroeneas of hiscurses. Poor Jim !he died that night,still hoping to meet he foe again on thefield of battle.

We had traveled about three mileswhen we came to a stream caned TenMile Creek, in the middle of which thedriver stopped to water the horsesThe wagon had scarcely halted when abig Indian jumped upon the fore-wheel,put his head under the cover, close tomy face, and took a deliberate surveyof us all. Putting his hand on the headof the barrel he said; "wars in dat bar-rel 7" 1 replied "provisions." Hethen said, "Provisions, vats datr Ianswered, "salt pork." He looked atme very cunning and then said, "Damn-ed lie.'no salt pork; dat's whisky, mesmell him. We have dat to-night."—After a few minuets I thought that ifthe Indians got that whisky there wouldnot be many of us left alive in themorning. I then called the sergeantof the guard, told him what had occur-red, and he fully coincided in my views.The wagon was stopped and with thehammer that runs through the double,.tree, I knocked the head out of thebarrel, gave a drink to all the woundedable to take it; filled the canteens oftheguard, and then after throwing it verynear all out with the wagon bucket,with the help of the sergeant emptiedthe rest into the road. All this wasdone when no Indions were about, orit would not have been permitted,It was a long time till night, but atlast it was dark and the wagons stop-ped before a tolerably large frame barn.We were all taken out and lain on nicefresh hay, of which the barn was near-ly full. This was scarcely accomplish,'ed when on there came two or threehundred Indians after the whisky.—When they found it had been destroyedthey were in an awful rage, and it re.quired the utmost efforts of the guard,now considerably increased, to protectthemselves and the prisoners. At lastthey gave a couple of terrible yells andoff they went. It was more than amonth after this before my hairfelt safeon my head.....
