OF NONTGOMERY COUNTY,

[Concluded from yesterday. }

- From ihebeginning the Democratic par-
ty bas been the successful promoter and
defender of the rights of the people and
the prosperity of the country. It made
the judiciary elective; it protected the
rights of married women ; it secured the
homestead of the citizen against seizure; it
secaredtothe foreign emigrantstherightsof
citizenship agaiust the narrow aud bigoted
policy of the Opposition, by making the
period of residence preparatory to the full
exercige of a freeman’s privileges as short
as practicable and prudent, (in some of
the States this period was reduced to only
six months.) At all times and in all mat

‘| ters, the Democracy have enacted the

most liberal measures ; and always, in the
formation of State Governments, opposing
the Federal party, under its various nawes
and various guises, by preventing what
that party sought to legalize—encroach

ments on the rights and interests of the
masses, and, thank (God ! in every instance
the Democratic party succeeded. = So, too,
in the older States. In every instance
where the Constitution of an old Stute has
been altered it has been liberalized, us in
the case of New Jersey aud other States,
where the property qualification for voters
and jurors has been abolished. 1n every
case the Democratic party has protected
the rights of the masses by liberalizing
and popularizing the Stute Constitutionsso
far as practicable and proper.

While, as I have said, the Opposition to
the Democracy, in all their attempts to
embody their priaciples into law, to be the
policy of the Government have railed, the
Democratic party, on the contrary, has,
in all cages, succceded.

rule, out of which numeroustlourishin
States will yet be formed. [t c‘oulendes
(againstavery powerful opposition, backed
by immense wealth, ) for the separption of
the Nztional treasure from privatq’ corpo-
rations, and succeeded : it tavored and
sustnined the war of 1512, ““fur frée trace
and sailors’ rights,”” and succeeded: it fi-
vored the protection of our « izons,
against the injustice und insults of Mexico,
und made war upon that country ta nvenge
these outrages and vindicute nur citizens.
and it succeeded, not only in vindicating
our citizens, but in adding a vast und valu-
able territory to the public domain. It
has ever been, pre-emiuvently, the parfyof
success, and its success has proved the suc-
cess of the country. Its history is the
history of the country for sixty yours old,
[Applause. |

Not only is the Democratic party thus
identified with the measures protecting the
rights sud interests of the people. with the
ereat incresse in our population. wealth
and extent of territory, and increase in the
numier of States, with our popularized
policy, generally, at home, but it is owing
to the wark of uur party that our country
is respected ubrozu{ t was Marcy who
protected  Kozta against the attempted
tyrsuny of Austria, 1t wus Cuss who broke
up the famous Quintuple treaty it was
Polk who carried on a successtul foreign
wur, with an overflowing treasury and, at
the sawme time, fed the starving millious of
Europe: it wus Madison who made our
flug respectedon everysea: andit was Gen.
Jackson who brought proud France to her
kuees on the quertion of indemnity: -and
it was he who, in 1832, queiled the frst
outbreak of rehellion in the South, by
compelling respect for and obeisence to
the Federal authority. [Vociferous ap-
planse.] These are the acts and events
that have made us a respected power
abroad und they were all the work of the
Demaocratic party.

Gentlemen, I shall be brief, not wishing
to weary you. {[Cries of *go on,”” ‘‘go
on,” tdon’t stop yet."] We are told
there are or should be no parties now—
that we should all be for the Union.—
Would to God that we could all be fur the
Union and the country, but we are not all
for the country. Many of the people are
not for the country, but thank Heaven
every man who is a Democrat must be for
the eountry, and when he ceases to he for
the country, he must cease to be n Demo-
crat. [Great applause.] Itis peculiarly
upon this point that the Democrasic party
differs now, as it ever has done, with the
opposition.
