r denso ob the Ft. Louis Demoors*.] -
a the morning of the 3d our outposts
e attacked by theenemy in force, about
miles Northeast of Corinth, and be-
nine 'o'clock the engagement became
general. A flerce and sanguinary battle
w.§ fought. Qur meu, under Rosesrans,
stogd up manfully, and fought with great
‘coolness dnd bravery; but rexunent after
regiment n.nd brigade after brigade poured
in upon s, and' we were forced slowly
backward, fighting .desperately. They
held every foot of vantage ground, They
outflanked our inferior force right and left,
and were forming in the rear, and we were
obliged tofall back atill further to prevent
thig movement from being accomplished.
The enémy were now inside of our breast-
works, pushing us backward toward the
town, whén darkness put an end to the
figting for that day. During the day's
fight our loss was heavy, bwt that of the
enemy mast have lar, gely exceaded ours.
Thyee pieces of the Mirst Missouri bat-
tery were captured, after havmg stood
foar long hours before .the enemy's fire.

idly in heavy columns upon the town.—
Immediately a murderous fire opened on
thig heavy‘lme the skirmishers, who slow-
ly dlegan to reure, returning the fire of the
enemy with effect. The woods seemed
alive with rebels, and it appeared impos-
siblg for this regiment to escape destruc-
tion, in thénr retreat over three quarters
of k mile of open ground which inter-
venkd between them and our temporary
works of dg(enae In a few moments the
erighgement became general. Our lat-
terips opened a destructive fire on the ex-

osed ranks of the rebels, mowing them

own like grass. Their slanghter was
frightful, hut with an unparalleled daring
and reeklcvsness they pushed impetuously
forward. They charged our works des-
pergtely, Broke our lines of infantry, and
captured & amall fortification, in which the
battery ofithe first Missouri was planted,

Our loss was comparatively small da-
ring this fearful charge. Thatefthe enemy
fully twenty to our one.
