After the Battle of Gettysburg.
The Medical Times publishes an inter-esting letter on this subject from its spec-ial correspondent with the Federal army.The., following is an extract :
The Gettysburg wounded were left tothe care of the country, and nobly did the

country respond to the call ; but it tooktime for the wants cf the wounded to beknown, and for them to be supplied. Theimmediate neighborhood of the scene of
conflict was unable to do anything, how-
ever charitably inclined, since the con•tending armies, previous to and after thelight, had used up everything eatableformiles around. A large force of volunteer
and contract surgeons was the first assist-
ance that arrived, and having had certain
of the wounded placed under theircharge,were soon made useful ; but the lint, band-ages and chloroform left with us began tofail. What was to be done 'f We looked
at each other in dismay, when, lo relief
was at hand.

The supplies of all the difTerent associa-tions in the country poured in upon usen masse, and in a trice we found our-selves elevated from a state of destitutionto one of luxury. Everything we couldwish for the wounded was now at our dis-posal. We now had a sufficiency of dress•rag; we had blankets, shirts, drawers,socks, soft pillows fo; stumps to rest upon,fans to keep the :!.es away from those whohad strength enough to use them, andmusiinito bars for these incapable of doingso. Food we now had fit for sick andwounded men, and brandy, wines, andfruits. Nor was even tobacco forgottenby these kindly associations. A numberof ladies connected with them, enlivenour camps, and do more good as nurses,each of them, than a dozen men detailedfor that purpose. '1 he wounded, the gov-
ernment, the country, tan neversufficient-
] thank the S.iriitary Commission, theClitiquan Commission, Adams' Expressli spiral Corps, and the many otheraas.J(iations which traniformed the greatscene of mi.;ery here to one of home-likecomfort.

The rebel wounded in our charge havefared. so far as comforts and attentionwent. as our own men fared. 1:-.fore oursupplies came up they made no complaints—after their arrival tl oy declared theyhail not had such a gay time since the con•federacv commenced to exist. The sarigeoirs, in bringmg their cases to the table,never examined previously if a man woreblue pants or grey, but looked simply atthe nature or the wour.d. find they beenwithin their own lines they could nut havebeen so wed aticnded to. I have seenConfederate wounded in the hands ofthe Federal,, at.,l Federal wounded in thehands of the rebels, and I cannot but saythat in acting the good Samaritan theNorth bears oil the palm. At Chancel-lorsville the rebels removed their woundedto be cared for at Richmond, leaving the1200 Northern wounded to lie upon th•+field. The rebel soldiers near them gavethem what help they could, but the rebel
government did nothing but confiscate thecaptured surgeons' cases and hospitalknapsacks, looking upon them as govern•
merit prol,erty.

In the misery being represented to thosein authority. some, iur, bacon, and hardbread were plentifully issued to the wound-ed. 't his was all, the v said. they couldgive, because it all they had. Still,they could have done more : they couldhave removed these 11:-du wounded men toIlichmond along with their own wounded,to fare as they fared they could have senta ti-tail of surgeons from their army atFredericksburg to attend to them ; andirom Il.chneonci -Only a couple of hoursaway by rail—straw at least might havebeen sent for them to lie upon. Whatwould have been said had the Vninnistg
acted similarly at Gettysburg '—had theyremor ed their own anurnied by rail, andleft to lie upon the field, withsimply hard bread, bacon, sugar and thurto sustain them, and with no surgical as-
