Be It rettotord by the Senateand House etf Representatives of the amo.-wealth of Pe/imp/ea/14a m General Assembly met,That the follow log amendments be proposed tothe Constitution of the Commonwealth. in ac-cordance with tho provisioru3 of the tenth articlethereof:There shall bean additional section to the third:Article of the Constitution, to be designated assection tour, afollows:SECTION 4 Whenever any of the qualifiedel ecton of this Commonwealth shall be in actualmilitary service, under a requisition from thePresident of the United States, or by the anthor-ity of thin Commonwealth, such electors may ex-ercise the right of suffrage in all elections by theeitizens, under such regulations as are, or shallbo, prescribed by law, as fully as if they werePresent at their usual placeof election.There shall be two additional sections to theeleventh article of the Constitution, to be desig-nated as toptionseight and nine, as iollows:Szorrox S. No bill shall be passed by the Leg-islature containing more than one subject, whichshall be clearly expressed in the title, except ap-propriation bills.SECTION 9. Bo bill shall be passed by the Leg-islature granting any Powers. Wool Trade.There never was a season when theWool clip waa so completely under thecontrol of the grower, as this season. Bya sort of instinct founded upon the fitnessof things, -the producers seem to havewade up their minds early in the season,that their w‘Al must bring them aboutsuch a price ; and in the face of all thejuggling of the speculators and their or•sans, they have quickly waited the turnof affairs. Now the market is on the rise,but pas not yet reached the views of thelarge class of holders.When prices had come up to 66 cents,the month pieces of the speculators wereclamorous for the farmers to sell andmake hay while the sun shone, thefarmerscould not see it; the public was informedby these disinterested advisers, that anoffer of 67 cents would sweep the marketof a majority of the clip held in Ohio.Sixty-seven cents was offered and still theclip did not start, and these benevolentindividuals declared the farmers werecrazy.
Let us look at this matter of fitness ofthings : Wool is an article of prime ne•cessity, and particularly so at this timecheese is anothei. staple, but not in such apressing demand as wool. Cheese whichhas averaged a fraction over 6 cents, forthe last ten years, now sell at 12 cents--nearly donble. Wool at 75 cents is lowerby one-fourth than the current rates ofcheese. In comparison with cotton, nowheld at 90 to 96 cents., the price of woolshows still more unfavorably. It is notreasonable that farmers should ask 75cents for wool. As to what he shall ac-cept, and when to sell, every man must behis owa judge. We see no prospect forany permanent decline in wool for theyear to come. Present indications of ournational affairs point to another yearof `war in which wool must be had andcotton cannot be produced in this country.Ohio Farmer.
