CAL INTELLIGENCE Latest from Gen Meade's Army
Railroad Bridge and Sixteent ars Destroyed.

About two o'clock on Saturday after-
noon last the railroad bridge, of trestlework, which spans Turtle Creek, on thebranch road between Brinton Station, 1 eustr:.. 1„.,,,, ~on the Pennsylvania Central road, andPort Perry, on the Connellsville road,was totally destroyed, together with e'lxteen cars, being a part of the freight trainowned by the Fort Wayne and Pennsyl-

vania railroad companies. The circum-
stances attending its destruction, as welearn, were as follows : A train of carsladen with coal and coke, was resting nnthe bridge, which was one hundred nodeighty feet in length, and had a doWdetrack. An empty train was backing downtowards Port Perry, and when the loco-motive had reached the centre of thebridge, the entire structure gave way, andboth trains were precipitated into thewater below, falling a distance of somethirty-five or forty feet. There was not asingle stick of timber composing the bridgeleft remaining. On the north abutmentstood the one halt cf a plainirrn car.which had been snapped in' twain, andover the south abutment a car !tali bill ofcoal was hanging by one p,or of wheelsand the coupling of the car on the trackThe bridge was built seven or eight yearsago, and it is said that its timbers weremuch decayed,
Mr. John Arthurs. conductor on the1 empty train, was the only person who was(seriously injured, havmg his arm and 1 --, I-.
