State, of being a disunionist per se, I have
naver seen the day that I would not set
out on a pilgrimage to the ends of the
earth to restore a fraternal union of the
States and people.

How
is it then that a Constitution adopted by
their fathers in 1787 to secure liherty to
themselves and their posterity, denies to
that posterity the privilege which was
then exercised by the fathers?
