wero never considered debatabley any body but themselves. There isnot a sentence, line or letter in the Con-stitution, from the words "We the peopie," at the beginning of the preamble,down to the signature of "George Washington," at the foot of the instrument,which they have not either construedaway altogether, or else put upon it someinterpretation entirely new and totallyat variance with that which we alwayssupposed to be the true one.We are as wide asunder as the polesof the earth. John.Flampden did notdiffer so much from Charles I. nor Wits'ham Tell 'from °easier, nor the Congressof 1776 from the ministry of George theThird. Nay; the most orderly, humaneand anti-revolutionary Frenchman thatinhabited Paris in 1789, could not havediffere,! from Robespierre about the useor the guillotine, more entirely thanwe differ from the Abolitionists concern-ing the wholo purpose and object of the !Federal Government.They are not opposed merely to theviews held by us, their present antago-nists; they are equally hostile to all theopinions entertained by the public menwho preceded them. The' principles ofAdministration which they have intro-duced have been denounced and utterlyrepudiated by all the statesman whoever held office under the Federal Gov-ernment, from the beginning of Wash-ington's time to theend of Buchanan's.If the Abolitionists are right, then ourwhole history is but the record of onegreat blunder; and all the men who havehad any connection with the Govern-ment previous to 1861, were "fools asgross as ever ignorance made drunk."No two political systems, framed fordifferent countries or for different times,have eVer been more dlsSimilar than' theGovernment of the United States as ad-ministered before 1881 and the sameGovernment as administered, since thattime. Let us look, for a moment, atsome of the points:
The AbolitiontheorieswhiCh concern.the relations of the States to the Gen-eral Government and to one. another,confound all • our preconceived ideasupon that subject. We supposed theUnited States to be a federative system,created by sovereign States, ' for thesimple and sole purpose or watchingover their common defense and generalwelfare. Tothis end, jurisdiction wasgiven to the Federal Government overcertain plainly Specified classes of subjects, and every other species of powerwas expressly withheld. It was a polit-ical corporation strictly limited by itscharter. It was, not only agreed, butsworn to,- that the affairs of each Stateshould -be controlled by its own will.Whether the States should use this rightproperly or improperly, wisely or un-wisely, was; in our opinion; nobody'sbusiness but their own. By the une-quivocal terms of the compact they bada right to make their local laws bad orgood, just as they pleased, and it4s aswell known as any fact in history thatthe Union coall not have been made onany terms

They agreed, because it pleased them todo so, that they would share their privi-leges upon certain conditions with otherpersons of Caucasian blond who mightsettle among them, but they were notboundto take Tartars, Mongols, Chinese
or Negroes into their political partner-ship, and they declared that they neverwould. They claimed, (somewhat
proudly it may be,) their old and hard-won right of domination, and gave the
negro--not political power, or the rightof ruling—hut only such protection andkindness as were due, in a governmentof laws, to a subject and inferior race.The Abolitionists look upon all thiswith perfect horror. They assert every-where, in season and out of season, Thethe natural right of the negro to politi-cal, legal and social equality. Theirtheories of miscegenation are too dis-gusting to be mentioned. Even by menin high authority, negroes are insultingly,preferred to white men. The AttorneyGeneral has decided (conscientiously, nodoubt) that negroes are citizeice—a partof the Government—and therefore clawble of holding office and exercising publie authority over us, asin point of fact,many of them do at this moment. Inthe State thoroughly abolitionized theyare allowed to vote, and the votes ofnegroes added to the votes of white menwith negro principles, can trample downthe true white man who is faithful tothe rights °ibis race. Not content withdoing this in their own States, they ex-tend their process of organization intoother States, where they use what theycall the war power, to rob the whiteman of his property, and bestow it onthe negro. In their measures, militaryend civil, in the new Territories and theold States, you see this pervading prin-ciple at work, stripping white men ofthe rights, inherited from their ancestors,and clothing negroes with powers andprivileges they never possessed before.Now, if the African race Could 'ele-I vated so as to make it, in fact and intruth, the equal of the white race, then,we would lose nothing by the proposedequality of the two. But that is notprobable, and'our opponents know it aswell as we do. A negro will still be 'anegro in spite of. proclamations. Youcan degrade the white man to the level,of the negro—that is easily dOne—butyou cannot lift the negro up to the white

man's place. All close and intimate me-nextion, political or social, tending toproduce equality between two natiensor races naturally differing from one another, has tied effect of leVelling, not Up-ward but downward ; and the degrada-tion:of the superior nation does not stopeven at the point originally occupied bythe loWer one—the amalgam has all thevice and weakness of both, without thestrength or the virtue of either. Whatwould have been the history of this con-tinent .if its white inhabitants had,gonedown to the level or the negroes twohundred years ego? And What will heits future history if we now submit to.
the same degradation? Respect for the.lmemory of our ancestors ; fidelity to therights of our children ; our own inter-
ests and the interests of the civiliz4
world, require us to keep and maintain-
this Government in the hands of whitemen, and to repudiate with abhorenceevery measure which is calculated to
bring-upon us the ' shame and the infa-my of a voluntary descent to negro
equality.
