The first soene of ours ti,r,y is laid in a cham-
ber in a large old honor in the quietest street of
en ancient,' populous end wealthy city. This
street has a singularly retired, even desertedlook. The pavement is unmarked by footsteps,

last rain. :About the nurbetones spring up tuftsor lung grass of a ViVifi green, whioh al.io rise

Lae Louses are ail Lir:Ed, heavy, scrabre, old
fashioned edifices, with gardens in the rear.They were formerly inhabited by the chief Merchants and profea danal men, but these have tai
grated now to LiUtte thu end of the town.
Their toli3witi have be.COtite the two and threehundred a year people---retired tradesmen, mer
chants who have failed and live on the wreck of
their fortunes, miaisters of limited dissenting
eangregatiarra and the like, and many profea-aortal lodging-house keepers, who make a com-
fortable business, na the loaaceful and oveltaledaspect of the phut, with the fresh breezes from
the park and country beyond, as well 'as its dm-mediate viiiinity to the pi ineipal marts of traffic,render it a astral,: Tet:itslt:-.loct for the numereuttuusettled indiviamola who alemad in a ni-rcautilacommunity.

The prineipal chatter is one of tliess houses--lima nearest the park at our immediate. scene
It is a Large and WTI' L.. -‘,tl natal-Boa:a with"ErHivy ear:lams ami elaborate ornamental plaster -
work. The wall (di one OWL! eido id taken up
by book shelves, from t'.9 high as tite tutu eaureach down to the door, treaded with volure,nearly all of them in rialdy gilled bindings atdeep green, dark red, or purple loather. A seo-oral side is hung with pictures--one, a plate ofLawrence's portrait of John nrblo in the char-
acter of Hamlet; another, et Mrs. tholdons asLady Aluebet4; the third, a full-length portraitof Lard Byron. Beneath, there runs a lino of
small drawings of scenery, minutely and very
beautifully executed in colors. The. oppositewall presents a large fore place, of massive black
marble. A Leavy oat fender protects the rug,
but in place grate you observe a curious or.
rangement of bricks, and plates and bars ef
iron: this is a small chemical furnace, con
structed under the dirscrioa of .be tenant of the
place. Ou the anomie shelf stand a number of
specimens of mineeals, a small brass model of a
marine steam engine, and a globular crystal
cover, containing some rare and beautiful pre-
served birds—tiny thinly., of lustrous and many
tinted plumage---the treasures of theAfrican and
American woods. The carpet, which has a yield-
ing feel to the feet, as if there wore another be-
neath it, is littered with books of an equal rich-
ness of exterior with those on the shelves, along
with newspapers, numbers of works in cameo
of publication, and of beit-niiiie and literary pe-riodicals, among which the vivid colors of dear
old blue arid yellow are conspicuous. Largesheets of paper, prchably maps or plane, lie here
and there among then), rolled up and bound withMilken tape.
