soutlinest to northeast Brush and
minor vallevs In the castern part of
the countiy are tiibutary to Nittany
ialley DBald Iagle valley Is next to
Nittany in slzc It les north of the
College between the Bald and Alleg~
gheny mountains  The valley poper
consists of tlit land lying along Bald
Eagle Cieck From the ereek to the
foot of the Allegheny mountaing, the
Itnd consists of stecp,nuiow-topped
hitls wnd jiregular-shaped ridges with
step slopes  TMheie 1re many streams
thtt rise In the mountains and flow
thiough nariow valleys Into Bald Kagle

for twenty-fhve o1 thirty miles Polnt
McCoy enn be reached by leaving the

lege on Spruce reck, is o most delight-
ful grove for an cvening plenic The
place has no eaves, but lce can be
found thioughout the summer by dig-
ging down among the rocks

A few milles west of the College s a
sandy region known as “The Bariens”
In many places iron ore has been taken
out. At Scotln, uix miles from the
College, there was an oie washer for
many years Now old ore plts of greal
size can be seen

V The usuriounding country is espec-
lnlly attractlve for auto trips An In-
teresting auto tlp of about one hun-
dred mlles can be made as follows

Potter’s  Mills, Reedsville, Belleville,
Mil 1eck, Huntingdon, Petersburg,
Spruce Creek, Seven Stars, and State

College

Another auto trip that is a Joy to
many I8 through the following places
Stormstown, Port Matilda, Philipsburg,
Moshannon, Keylerstown, Snow Shoe,
Devil's Elbow, Yarnald, Curtin, Belle-
fonte, and State College. The best
and shortest rond to Snow Shoe Is now
closed for repairs, and the Yarnald road
is not very good. Another auto trip
not as well know as the above two,

should be suitable for mountain hikes.

in Penn's Valley A long stop s
made at MeBiides Gap on top of a
very high iock, the Penitentiary and
Lngle and Allegheny Mountains

Automobiles going to Penn's Cave
usuilly go by way of Pleasant Gap
road over Jount Nittany It glies 2
most exeellent vilew of Penn's valley
The 101d is at present closed for re-
Dalie, but it Is eapected that 1t will
be open in r fow days

Southeast of the olicge are the Tus-
sey mountains 1ising to about 2400 feet
above sen lesel They are frequently
spoken of as the Seven Mountains
The sides aie very steep and stony.
A few of the iidmes are quite wide,
but most of the, mare nmiow They
the largely in the State Forest Reser-
satlon  The forest tinlls make it pos-
sible to easily 1each many places of
Interest In Shingletown Gap about
fowr miles friom the College s located
the jesetvolr which supplies State Col-
lege with water It s a very attract-
ive spot nnd Is tisited by o large num-
ber of peoplc almost every day Bald
‘Top 1s ahout three and one half miles
fton lte reservoll A few jears ago
theic was a wooden tower on this
mountain and the sight seelng attract-
ed many visitors, bue since the remov-
al of the tower the place hag lost much
of its inteiest  About five miles from
Shingletown 1¢servolr, there Is a thirty
foot tower on Little Fint Top mount-
#ln, which s at the junctlon of the
gecond and fomth mountaln runges
Fiom this towa one can obtain a
#oud vlew of the mountalns but for
nmote th a mile the tiall {s rough and

stony and the plice has few visitors
Mear Mendows lea In the heart of
the Seven Mountaing  about  twelve

anfles from State College This place
has long leen fupied for its interesting
plant and animal Ufe Spiuces, firs,
thododendions  sundew, plicher plants,
and hucklebenny bushes six and eight
feet Wigh, me among its many Inter-
esting forms of plant life The mead-
owy coninin about six hundred acres
of lnnd, much of which Is a very in-
teresting swamp Bear Meadows fs
well worth scelng and Is always In-
cluded in the Summer Sesslon excur-
slons

Penn’s Cuve 18 loeated in Benn's val-
»ley about cighieen wmiles trom State
Collere It is a huge subterranean
eavern formed Dby disintegration of
limestone rocks  In many ways it ex-
cells all other  Pennsylvanin  caves
The stalgmites and stalaetites present
many diversified and  freakish forms
which are the delight of avery visitor
The cave disappoints no one The Im-
agnitlon enn pleture nothing like it
The wip is made by boat and takes
about half an hour Prof G H Re-
sides fieuently conducts auto excur-
sions to Penn's ave The rock on
Spring Cicek Is ®slx or seven mlles
fro_mtho College and fs a popular
place for plenies, flshing and swim-
ming  Therlee Caves or Paupau Trees,
about twenty miles from State Col-
