CLEARWATER, Fla. (AP) — The
Philadelphia Phillies have new owners, a
new manager, a new image in the club-
house and some key changes in playing
personnel,

What does it all mean to a team that

has been in the playoffs five of the last six

years? Are the Phillies on an upward or
downward trend? Is there a look of status
quo? ‘

President Bill Giles, head. of a group
which paid almost $31.5 million to buy the
club from the Carpenter family, is trying
to build a champion. But the limitless
financial resources of the Carpenters and
the paternalistic attitude of former club
president Ruly Carpenter are gone. |

Giles has to operate within a strict
budget and answer to the stockholders

"who put up the money to buy the team.

He and General Manager Paul Owens

are paying their top players big dollars, -

but Giles is insistent on maintaining what
he describes as ‘“‘sanity” in the overall
financial structure.

The Phillies aren’t about to go out and
sign $1 million-a-year free agents or
trade for them. \

Giles joked one day in spring training
that he’d be glad to take outfielder Dave
Parker off Pittsburgh'’s hands if he could
pay the $1 million-a-year player $300,000.

Not that the Phillies are reluctant to
part with money where they feel it's
necessary. Third baseman Mike
Schmidt, named Most Valuable Player in
the National League the last two seasons,
reportedly got a contract worth more

than $11 million over six years.

*‘Schmidt is the best player in baseball,
and within the financial structure of the
game is worth what he got,” Giles said.

In the clubhouse, Giles, involved in
promotion and public relations during his
career as a baseball executive, has told
his players he wants them to cooperate
with the media. T

His message seems to have reached
everyone except pitcher Steve Carlton,
who maintains his stony silence with the
press. .

- This spring, the players were the pic-
ture of cooperation, going out of their
way to make themselves available to
interviewers and photographers. That
includes Ron Reed, who hadn’t con-
versed with reporters for several years.

It's a big plus for Giles, who seems to
have changed the personality of a team
with a reputation for being very difficult
to deal with on a’one-on-one basis,

Attempting the make the team a factor
in the National League race, Giles signed
two big deals with the Chicago Cubs and
prompted references to ‘‘Philadelphia
Cubs.” .

The Chicago connection began last fall
when Philadelphia manager Dallas
Green resigned to become vice president
and general manager of the Cubs. He
was succeeded by Pat Corrales, a former
Texas Rangers manager who, with the
exception of  Bobby Wine, brought in a
new coaching staff. Corrales’ ability to
adjust to the National League has to be
considered a factor.

The first deal with Chicago sent prom-
ising catcher Keith Moreland and two
journeymen pitchers to the Cubs for

starting pitcher Mike Krukow. The sec-
ond invelved swapping shortstops, Larry
Bowa from the Phillies for the Cubs’ Ivan
DeJesus. ,

" Giles also signed free agent pitcher Ed
Farmer, formerly of the Chicago White
Sox, and traded outfielder Bake McBride
to Cleveland for reliever Sid Monge. In a

- three-way deal'with Cleveland and St.

Louis, he disposed of popular young
outfielder Lonnie-Smith for catcher Bo
Diaz. Veteran catcher Bob Boone was
sold to the California Angels. .

Does all this wheeling and dealing -
leave the Phillies in contention against
the defending. NL. champion Montreal
Expos and the strong St. Louis Cardi-
nals?

There are some question marks, mak- .
ing analysis difficult. - . C

‘Reliever Tug McGraw is coming off an
elbow operation and will start the season
on the disabled . list. Reed, Farmer,
Monge, Sparky . Lyle' and * Warren
Brusstar appear to be the bullpen corps.

Then, there is Pete Rose, the 41-year-
old wonder who is convinced he’ll top Ty
Cobb’s all-time major league hit record .
of 4,191. Rose has 3,697, and needs 75 to -
pass runnerup Henry Aaron (3,771). Buf

.Rose strained a back muscle a week

before spring training, and didn’t play a ,
game untih March 27 — just 10 days
before the season opener. - o
