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Fazio won't hesitate
to sub quarterbacks

PITTSBURGH — University of
Pittsburgh Coach Foge Fazio ad-
mitted yesterday he thought about
his own quarterbacking situation
as he watched defending national
champion Penn State struggle of-
fensively in a 44-6 loss to top-
ranked Nebraska.

The Panthers, just like Penn
State, are ‘‘inexperienced on of-
fense,” Fazio said. ‘‘We have inex-
perienced quarterbacks.”

But, undeterred by what hap-
pened to Penn State and its two-

" quarterback system, Fazio may
. use one, two or even three quar-

terbacks Saturday in the Panth-
ers’ season opener at Tennessee.

“We have to wait and see what

sophomores Jelic and John Con-
gemi,

“No, it means we haven'’t played
a game yet,” Fazio said. I don’t
know what's going to happen. You
never know. All three are capable
of playing.”

Pitt, expected to be stronger
defensively than offensively at
least early in the season, will
spend the early part of the Tennes-
see game ‘“trying to establish
something,”” Fazio said.

“Maybe it will be the tailback
(Joe McCall) running or the full-
back (Marlon MeclIntyre) inside or
our controlled passing game,"’ Fa-
zio said. ‘“We have to make them
respect something we can do."”
