After
standing ns nbove, ret the milk, withoat dis-
turbiag it, ou the stove, let it -remain there
until you obxerve the coating of cream on the
rurface nsume a wrinkled appearance, but
be careful it does not boil, ud should thix
be the ease the eream will mix with the
milk and cantiot ngain he- eolfected. Nutww
et it away till quite cold and then skim off
the cream, mixel with as little milk as possi-
ble. When safficicnt crenm is collected pro-
ceed to make it into Imtierus follows :—Take
a wooder bowl, or any suitabls "ve.sel, nnd
having ficas genjded.gad then rinsed it with
cold spring water, place 1hg creum in it.
Now let the 'o[’feinfi»r hold hig hand in water
as hot ns can be Morne for a few xcomids,
then pleage it in water.for about a min-
ate, a4 once uence to agitute the
cream by a fentle circulyr motion. In five
minutas, or loss, theg hutter will tiave come,
when, of course, it must he washed and »alt-
ed aceording to taste y ‘and vur correxpohdent
guarantees that no better Indtter can Lo mude
by the best charn ecer invented.

To thoso- who keep only une cow, this
mathod of making butter will Lie found really
rafoable ; while quite ns larze a quantity ol
‘butter is obtained as Ly the common myude,
tho skiw-mitk is much sweeter aud palatible.
In summer sonxon it will usuilly be found
necesrary to bring the cream nut of the cel-
lar (day n qoarter of an beur hefore churn-
ing) to tike the excessive chill off; in winter
plnce’ ‘the vessel containing the cream over
another containing water ¢ warm it; then
continoe to agitate the cream unnl the chill 13
dceparted.

3efore washing the butter separato all the
milk you possibly can, us the latter will Lo
found excellent tor tea-cakes. Buttes made
in this manner will Le mucli firmer, and less
oflly in hot weather than when made in the
ordinary way.
