Agricultural Education.
We are giad that the Legislature of

Vermont has been the first to pass a law

introducing an Agricultural Book into

Common Schools. The title of the law is

"An Act to Encourage the Study of Ag-

riculture in the Common Schools," and

tha book selected for the distribution is

Waring's Elements of Agriculture,' better

than which, to this time, dues not exist.

The following is a copy of the law :

1. The Governor is herely authorized
to purchase one copy of Wann's Elements
of Agriculture, for each town iu the State,
and to draw au order on the Treasurer for
the payment of the same.

2. One of these books shall be placed
in the hands of the Superintendent of
Schools of each town, with instructions to

examine it with regard to in merits, aud
(he) shall report to the Clerk of the said
town, what number of copies, if any, are
required fir the use of the Common

Schools of the said town.
3. The legal voters of each town shall,

at the next annual t"wn ineting, vote
whether or not the town shall purchase
the number of books recvnmenJel by the
Superintendent aforesaid, mi the Town
Clerk shall report to the G Jveruor of the
State the result of such ballot.

4. The Governor shall then order ta
be manufactured, in such style as he shall ;

deem expedient, a sulheicnt nutuocr ot the
books to supply the detuaud Ly the af d

ballot, &c.

The preliminary purchase has been

made, and measures are being taken

to introduce these books as generally, j

as even such high sauctton seems to

justify. This little work wi.l Pruve
a piouecr in the dissemination ot agrt- -

cultural knowledge among the rising

generation, and will at least eucourage a

taste for that class of reading which is

xuost needed by the youth of our couutry;
