This receipt, which originated with us,

believe to be unsurpassed as a pickle. At
this period in the season, when farmers
and others will soon bs putting down
their winter’s, and we may add their next
year's supply of mest, it may be of ser
vice to republish the receipt, which is 2
fullows :

To 1 gallon of water,

take 13 Ibs of salt,

4 Ib. brown sugar,

4 vxz. saltpetre,
§ oz. potash.

To this ratio the pickle to be inereased
to any quantity desired.

Let these be builed together until all
the dirt from the sugar and salt rises o
the top and is skimmed off. Then throw
the pickle into s large tub to cool, and
when cold, pour it over your beefor pork,
to remain the usual time, say from four
to six weeks, according to the rize of the
pieces, and the kind of meat. The meat
must be well covered with the pickle, and
it should not be put down for at least two
days after killing, duriog which time it
should be slightly sprinkled with powder-
ed saltpetre.

Several of our friends have omitted
the boiling of the pickle, and found it to
answer cqually as well. It will not,
however, answer guile 5o well. By boil-
ing the pickle, 1t is purifed—for the
amouat of dirt which is thrown off by the
operation, from the salt agd sugar, is sur-
prisiog.— Germantown Telegraph.
