Theycarried their forays along the whole
continent They entered every port in
England, and touched at every island on the
Scottish coaatJ They sailed up the Seine,
and Charlemagne, .the 'ruler of Western Ea
rope, wept at seeing their,darkships insight
of Paris. They reached the Mediterranean?
and formed out of their .own number the
famous Varangian guardof the: later Greek
emperors, the guard which is described by
Walter Scott in. Count Robert of Paris.
They reached Africa, which they called
"Saracens' Land," and there took _eighty,
castles. All their booty they sent back to
Norway, and this wealth included not only
what they took from enemies,ibut what they
bad from the,very courts they served ; for it
was the practice at constantinppia, when an
emperor died, for the Norse' guard to go,
through the palaces and take whatever they
