Potatoe.—The N6wo.lk Advertiser says that
the'llfev: N. S. Smith, of the•city . of New York,
has disdovered a method of raising excellent
potatoes from the seeds tit the ball of the
plant. About four years ago IMplanted the
seeds of an ordinary platit, and obtained po•
tames about the size of a pea.' :These he
planted the next year, with the seeds, from
their plants, and both yielded potatoes of an.
inctca,md size. Again, the thirct sear,_
planted the second year's potatoes and their' •
seect,, and had the pleasure of gathering po-
tatoes large enough for the table, of thetineit
flavor and texture; and entirely free' from the
rot, although planted-Plotigside.of thosii.haV:
iita. the disease. Ile 'finds that the -pritatee
rasied fiom the seeds, instead of the _Teets,
is as hard and good in the spring as when
dug from the drill.
