Concerning the Vuiuexof turnips for
stock, Augustus Matson cf Onondrge
County N, Y., says in the Cultivator:

L.give heat. He wished to buy thew, bu:
thought we asked too much. He wen
on, butcame back and took them. He
was disxjppointod in them; they did not
stand tlic heat as well as he (xpected —
The trouble was he had nu turnips for
them: When cattle become nccnspoméd
to them, there is no foud they seek with
such avidity. I feed some to my borses,
gencrally giving them some once a day.
They seem fond of them; they prefer
them to carrots. I winter my.stock hogr
mainly on them. TFor hogs I cut thew
finer than for cattle ; I bave tried cook-
ing them for hogs, but like feeding theu
.Taw better. 1fhogs have as warm a place
as they onght to have, they will gfow
finely, fed nlmost entirely on turnips —
If farmers would feed ruta bagas to their
hogs, there would be less complaint abou
losing their pigs than there .now is. 1i
hogs had nct been used to eating them,
I would give them b-it a few at a time at
first.  When they have léarned to euty
them, they relish a few of them oceasion-
ally until they are fully futtened. Calver
fed a few turnips each day, will do better
than if fed with meal. If fed enougb
of meal they might get fatter, but with
the turnips they will keep in good order,
and grow faster.
