School Directors of Centre County :—

Messrs: I respect- |
fully inform you that T am a candidate for
the office of the next ('ounty Superinten-
dent. In doing so, T flatter myself that I
comprehend fully the extent of the great’
responsibility that will devolve upon me, if;
elected.

The letter of the law requires the super-
intendent to “examine annually, all Teach-
ers applying for schools, to visit the schools,
as often as practicable, and to note the
course and method of instruction and
branches taught, and to give such diree:
tions in the art of teach ng and the method
thereof in each school, as to him (together
with the directors,) shall be deemed expe-
dient and necessary” “and to see that
in every district all the branches, required
by the law, are taught ; as‘well'as such oth-
er branches as the directors may require
&c. (Seelaw.)

Of the spirit of the law, the State Su-
perindent, Mr. Henry C. Hickock, in his

chanical fulfilment of the inere letter of
the law, was never intended toha the limit
of its operations ; rior would such an ad-
ministration of the office answer the end of
its creation under any circumstances. It
is clear that the superintendent is required
to devote himself the whole year in dis-
charging the obligations resting upon him.
Improving schouls is the object of the law.
When the schools are closed in the spring
it is six months, at least, before they are
opened again.  During the other six
months the Rup. must devote his time_in
myproving teachers.  He is paid for a. whele
year, not a slice of one. An o hag no
privilege above his fellows. It 1s not ne-
cessary that there should be what is called
a Normal School in the County before he
can begin the work of improving teachers.
e can establish a school to suit himself,
that will be just as efficient in improving
teachers, as any Normal Schdol edlablished
ander the “act.” (See lute edition of fckool,
page 03.)

1 pledge myself, if elected, to devote six
sonths, annually, of my time in teaching
Provisional Teachers a thorough knowledge
of those branches required to Beltdight
our common schools, and the a
and logical manner, of imparting? that
knowledge to others, to judiciously lead the
young mind from the knownwy the .un-
known.

would hold this school in sessions of two
months each jeach session to be in adifferent
part of the County ; so as thusto accommo-
date, equally, a majority of the i teachers.
To teach this school I would consider as
part of my duties, and therefore my instruc-
tions would be free of charge. Of course,
if the majority of the Teachers we e desi-
rious of attending annually a session of six
months, in one place, and employing assis-
tant Teachers, they could be accommoda-
ted, provided, we could procure a suita-
ble house.

The advantages of this School are nu-
merous. In addition to improving the
teachers, it enables the superintendent to
become familiar with their reputations, and
literary attainments. He can, therefore
give'them Certificates that will be more
reliable, and that will not so often deceive
the directors, and impose upon the people
The directors will then be able to graduate
their salaries to harmonize with their certi-
ficates, and thus encourage teachers to im-
prove themselves, and thus elevate and dig-
nify the profession, and retain many good
Teachers in the work, which retire for want
of encouragement. It also enables the Su-
perintendent, to render an equivalant to the
people for his salary, and thereby the great
cbjection to that law, that it does not im-~
prove Teachers, will be removed.

A great impediment to successtul teach-
ing, is want ot discipline and organization
in schools. A schoolis like an army, it
must be well organized, and subject to the
strictest discipline, or, it will advance fear-
fully in demorilizi tior . The Teacher is the
Greneralissimo, and must be a good com.
mander. Ignorance, insubordination, and |
sinful habits, are his enemies ; and he, or,|
they will conquer. 1i'the Teacher is not:
a Christian gentleman, e lady, so much
