Kicking Rome

• Kicking in harness is a destructive proy
pensity—a stubborn vice that is the mp4t
daugerousOf all habits. If the colt sl,l6uld
contract the vicious habit of kicking i har-
ness,, the trainer must resort t /kicking
straps to prevent danger to life na limb.—1/>Several kicking-straps have een invented
to prevent kicking, 07.rutve proved in-
effectual.

' -The most effectual *king strap that has
yet peen devised,/onsists of two pulleys
fastened into a lcathei egver, and attached
'to the cireing le( undeythe belly, near the
forelegs. Bathe strap, passes through

How To Strip a Hide.

Almon every farmer has occasion, at
least once a year, to take the hide off either
a beef or a mutton; and some•farmers take
hides off animals that are neither beef nor
mutton, now and then. In any case there
is a right way to do this which is worth
knowing: A hide properly etnpped off is
nearly square, but otherwise is far from that
shape. ~To proceed properly, lay the car7.
caskon the'back, run a sharp knife from
the'ebiri down alongihe belly in la straight
line to the root of the tail. Thekhife should
have ,a sharp point and be inserted edge up-watda beneath the skin, when, it should be
run steadily along. Then commence at the
split of the hoof on the fork foot and run
theknife. down over the knee in a straight
line to the brisket•where it meett the main
cut. When the otherfore leg has been com-
pleted, commence at the heel of the hind
leg, go down over the cap of the hock joint,
and down the back of the buttock to the
tirst split.
