CULTURE OF STRAWDERRI Es.--Straw-
berry vines require a rich, dry and mel-
low soil, and thorough mulching. This
is all that good 'bearing vines need to
produce an abundehee of fruit. Keep
poultry away froul the vines in the for-
mer part of the-growing season, as they
will "pick all 'the buds out," and des-
tro-y the crop cf fruit. Do not allow a
hoe-nor any other tool that will mutil-
ate thp-roots, to.he used near the hills,
until after the crop has been gathered.
Many people have all their strawberries
destroyed by poultry, and by hues; ;tad
-,theu lay the failure to the varietyi Let
the grinutid be mulched early in the

. Spring, with straw, or-coarse manure,
or anything that will keep the' ground
moist-and prevent the grass and weeds
from growing. Oct the plants from a
bed;that beats; and the vines will he
sure to yield the fruit. For many sea-
sons I t;,ould never raise any strawber-
ries, siniply because the hens devoured
all the fi uit producing buds. Straw-
berry Tla its set promptly in the springiwill grow and flourish as early as a po-
tatepat-ch, while those set in the-latter
part of the summer require the utmost
care to keep them alive,• by supplying
moisture and shade to protect them
from the scorching . -on. Next spring
the few plants that may have stood the
unnatural treatme-ntwill he smothered
iu a rank gro wit li ofgrass, that will re-
quire inure latagr and expetise to keep-
down. -than-!;- would pay for all the
strawberries that would lyroxy on the
weakly plants thus treated. :Strawber-
ries planted in the fall require so much
More laior and attention to make them
sucgeedtilian when planted in the spring
that it Can only be recommended when
the object is to obtain sonic new and
choice variety, the value of whieh will
compensate for the extra care required
to grow a few. plants out ot seasoti-

SALTING CABBAGE: PLANTS.-A eor-
-1 respondent of the ithieric./4 Agricultur-

ist considers salt necessay to the devel-
opmentof cabbage, especially in places
far from the coast. Helinds them more
crisp, of better flavor, and to keep bet-
ter when salt is used, than without.—
He uses it as follows : " A few days
after setting out the plants, and when
they are damp, either after a rain or
when the dew is on, I take email dish
of fine salt and walk among the rows,
sprinkling a little pinch of snit on the
centre leaves 'of each plant ; -when- the
leaves begin to grow, I repeat the salt-
ing, and when th 6 centre. leaves begin
to form the head,. I _apply salt again,
scattering it over the ileaves ; after this
I look it over occasionitlly,and if I find
any plants that do not bead well or ap-
pear diseased, I sprinkle the salt over
freely-; this will save all such plabp.—
A quart of salt is sufficient for 500
plants in a season, although more can'
be used with safety.
