A Log Oriver Drowned.
Geo, Babl, a member of the firm
of Bahl Bros., of Overton, who are
engaged in stocking logs for the
Emery Lumber company, of William-
sport, was drowned early Friday
morning in the Little Loyalsock.
This sad and appalling occurrence is
quite a parallel with that of one
year ago, when one, by the name of
John Powers, met with a similar
fate at about the same place, six or
seven miles above Forksville, on the
liittle Loyaisock. Mr, Bahl at the
time of the accident, was engaged
in breaking a landing that extended
nearly to the centre of the stream.
