Warmest Friends.

OUE AMBASSADOR'S iPOPDLAEITY.

Mr. Icpew Ieclnrc TlintMr. Ilaynrd Has
Ionn More to Produco friendly
Tlum Any Diplomat Who Ho Uver ltcp-rtwnt-

Ua at tho Court of St, Jnmcs.

New YoitK, July 23. Hon. Chnuncey M.
Dopow nrrlvcd on tho Lucnnla yostcrtlay
nf tcrnoon from Europe, having beon called
homo by tho Illness of Mr. Cornelius t.

Ho was takon from tho boat nt
qnurnntlno and brought to tho city on n
Nov York Central tug, and wont direct to
Mr. Vnndorbllt's rosldonoo. Later ho dls--
cussed his brief trip.

Ho reached Kuglnnd tho tiny oftor tho
big Henley raco, and notwithstanding tho i

disappointment nt Yolo's defeat ho found
trront pleasure In tho later races. Ho was
muoh delighted nt tho way tho Yolo boys
wcro rocolvod at HonloyJ and also rcforred
gratefully to tho demonstration in his
honor nt tho banquet given to tho Ynlo
boys by tho Sporting and Athletlo club.

"The Ancient and Honornblo Artillory
Company of Boston scored a wonderful
welcome," said Mr. Dopow. "Their move-
ments wcro suro of n column In tho Lon-
don newspapers dally, and royalty and tho
papers wcro allko hospitable- - There Is nn
lntenso fooling In Great Britain for tho
existence and malntcnnnco of friendship
with tho United States. It was this which
caused all tho demonstration.

"Thcro is nothing which surprises En-
glishmen 60 much, nnd they cannot un- -

derstand It, as tho unfriendly, almost hos-
tile feeling which prevails to such nn ox-to-

in Amorlca against Groat Britain.
Bayard's speochos have mado him tho
most popular of our ministers to St
James, becauso of his oarnost and

Iteration and reiteration of our
common blood, language and literature,
nnd tho common mission In friendly
rivalry of these English speaking nations
in tho scrvico of humanity nnd civilization.

"Thoro is an houost and hearty cordial
ity towards us among tho pooplo of Great
Britain. Tho march of tho omplro and
gigantic evolutions and revolutions of tho
century havo obliterated from their mem-
ory all recollection or knowledgo of tho
revolutionary war, 1812, tho 'front affair,
tho attltudo of tholr government during
our civil war and tho other things which
form so largo a part of tho llteraturo that
stirs tho patriotism and moulds tho minds
of our boys and girls. Thoy are practic
ally unanimous for u permnnont Interna
tional tribunal of arbitration, which will
render a wur between tho United States
and England Impossible.

"To them the Venezuelan qnostlon is a
controversy ovor a worthloss swamp to
which they Iiavo a good tltlo, inhabited by
3,000 or 3,000 pooplo who want to bo under
British law nnd llliorty, and protest
against being handed ovor to tho military
dictatorship nnd frequont conllscutions of
Venezuelan revolutions, and they think
their duties to theso British subjects nnd
thoir national honor nllko doinnnd a roso- -
luto stand against Venezuela. They can
not understand what our lntcrost In tho
matter Is, unloss wo intend assuming, un-d-

a protectorate, tho quarrels of all tho
republics of South Amorlca."

Gold Men Deoido on an Inde-

pendent Party Convention,

THE DATE NOT YET B ELECTED.

A National Committer, to lie Chiwn by tho
lllirercnt Stotes Will Meet In Indian-npu- lt

on Aug 7 to 8clc-- t the Tlluo anil
Vliwc.

Chicaqo, July S?5. Tho roUI stnndnnl
Democrats will liolil a national conven-
tion not lator than Sopt 2. Whoro this
convention will bo held and how tho dele-
gates will bo scloctcd remains to bo de-

cided. Tho national committee, in whoso
hands will bo left tho selection of tho
jilaco of holding tho convention, will meet
m Indianapolis, Aug. 7. Tho question of
tho representation of states will bo decided
by nn oxocutlvo committee- of flvo, which
will bo seloctod from tho nntlonal comnilt-to- o

at ltslndlunapolls mooting.
Tho mombcrs of tho commlttoo which

sottled thoso inntters yostcrday, nnd tho
states ropro6ontod, woro: Indiana, John
It. Wilson; Iowa, Henry Vollmer; Ohio,
8. H. Holding; Michigan, W. II Shelby;
Kentucky, G. M. Davio; Missouri, I. C.
Krauthoff; Wisconsin, W. V. Vilas nnd
General E. S. Bragg; Illinois, Henry S.

bblns; Nobraska, Frod W. Vaughn.
Tho hour sot for tho mooting of tho com-

mlttoo wns 10 o'clock, but all tho members
woro presont nn hour oarllor, nnd it was
docldod to proceed at onco with tho busi-
ness in hand. General IJragg was oloctod
chairman, nnd tho commlttoo, locking the
doors ngainst tho press, dlscussod tho sit-
uation for threo hours.

That a radical dilleroneo of opinion
as to tho methods to bo adopted in

tho furtherance of tho common interest
wns shown by tho fact that majority and
minority reports woro evolved from tho
deliberations.

Tho majority report, which was ndopU--
bytholargcr conference at its adjourned
session, providos for tho holding' of a na-

tional convontion of sound mouoy Demo-
crats not lutcr than Sopt S, and declares:

"In viow of tho revolutionary action of
tho rocont Chicago convention, its repu-
diation of all Democratic platforms nnd
principles and its condemnation of tho na-
tional Democratic administration,

"Resolved, That it Is the senso of this
conference that a thoroughly sound und
patriotic declaration of Democratic prin-
ciples 1)0 enunciated, that candidates for
president and vlco president in accordance
therewith 1k nominated, and that tho Dem-
ocrats In tho several states who aro in sym-
pathy with tho rucommondatlon 1m re-

quested to soloct u momlier of a natlonul
Democratic committee. "

There is a vigorous rivalry liotwtMin the
cities, not less than four being contestants
for tho honor of entertaining tho gold
standard Domocrnts. Indianapolis tel
graphed an offer to provide all necessary
funds. Tho friends of Don M. Dickinson
are working for Detroit. Minneapolis has
asked for It, and tho claims of tho north
crn city aro peconded by St. Paul. Chicago
is also a claimant

Klevcn states wcro represented in the
Auditorium mooting. Texas was tho last
to appear, and tho representative of tho
Liono btnr state was hastily eheorod when
ho took his place.

Whtlo tho statos represented at yoster-day'- s

meeting and ut Thursday night's
conference woro almost without oxccptlon
middle western states, tho nows received
indicates, thoso in charge of tho work de-

clare, that they will havo good support in
i)H parts of tho country. Tho arrival of
Comptroller Eckels, fresh from Washing-
ton, has done conMdorublo to strengthen
load gold standard men. Tho Whitney
interview from New York acted as a
damior to some oxtont, but Eckels soon
driodlt out by his utterances, us tho meet-
ing beliovod that ho Is closo to tho feelings
of tho administration, despite his declara-
tion that lolltlcs had nothing to do with

"I am just on my way to Ottawa," slid
tho comptroller of tho currency. "There
is no politics In my visit ut all. No, I am
not tho bourer of a mossago from President
Clovoland.
