Contagious Diseases.
Wo received a coinmunlontlon from

tlio Ktuto Hoard of Health luat woek
concerning conlngloii iIIhiiiihoh, nnd
means stiggOHleil to prevent their dis-

semination, which wo publish In put t,
as follows i

The exMirlnnro of this Hoard prove
that InfuetitoiiH and contngloim dlseuso
are largely illHsouiiiintoil through the
agency of the public aehoola nnd there
can lie no iliiubt that proper disinfection
will exercise a most salutary elTeet In
cheeking the prevuletieii of such ills-oas- e.

In order to prevent tlio rVeur-ronc- e

of small pox or other cnnliiglntiH
disease among tlio pupils iitti'tulltig the
public schools In your eoiiuly, tho Sl.utn
Hoard of Ilenllh earnestly rivominmids
that, before opening of school this year,
thorough disinfection Is) performed. In
order to aid school authorities In cur-
rying out this reeotiiinnniltitloti, the
following suggestion are offered on tho
subject of disinfection :

HIII.I'IIIJK KUMIllATIllN,
To use till effectively, two pouiiilH of

sulphur should be burped In a i ihiiii ten
feet sijiiaro. Kvery opening In the
room flues, doors, windows, cnieksatid
crevices must bu closed, except the
door by which tin; illslnfcelor Is to
eseiipo ; closet doors anil hurcuti draw-
ers should bo opened wltlo, nnd nil
woolen article which have boon In tho
room during tho sicklies, hung on
lines, being spread out and i)sined up
a much as possible. The sulphur Is to
be burned In an Iron kettlu or other
vessel set In a tub containing a little
water to guurd against lire. A small
quantity of water should bu evaporated
at the Biiine time. A little ulcohol or
kerosenu must bo poured upon thu sul-

phur by mean of which It tuny bu
Ignited. Lcuve the room quickly, for
the fume are highly poisonous when
breathed, and closo the door tightly.
Lot tho room remain closed twenty-fou- r

hour or moro. Then air thorough-
ly for at least twenty hours.

Consumption Defies iMedicine.
Grout gaunt consumption stalks

through tho land dofylng all the powers
of modlcino to cheek It for a moment.
Twelve per cent of all our deaths lire
duo to It alone. Cures, by tho
dozen aro discovered, hut they do not
cure. Incurable it may well be culled.
Yet 1 Ik o a drowning man grasping ut a
straw, so will tho hopeless victims of
thl malady eagerly read and boliovo
tho new of another1 new discovery for
Its cure. At a recent meeting of tho
Medical Society of Berlin, composed of
tho most eminent scientists of Germany,
there was rend a description of tho re-

sults from a new system of treatment
for tuberculosis. It bus long boon
known that the fumea of sulphur exert
a curative offect upon the pulmonary
organs. To sulphur bus been udded
carbon in tho form of cburcoul, and eu-

calyptus, tbo latter an oil from tho
oucalyptus tree of Australia. This
combination is heated in a closod room
and evaporates quickly, filling tho air
with It potent, penetrating fumes.
Tbo patient, breathing this, Is gradual-
ly relieved. Whether It will effect a
permanent euro Is yet to bo discovered,
but this much they assert : that the
ever prcsont cough ceases, the catarrh
quickly changes character, and that
tho stomach 1 not weakened but
strengthened under tho treatment,
throo things which will go far to pro-

duce permanont health.

to empower person or pcrsons.conatables
und policemen of the borough to enforce
tho provisions of this Ordinance.

Section 1. Be It ordained and enact-
ed by tbo town council of the borough
of Reynoldsville, in council assembled
and it is hereby ordained and enacted
by authority of the same ; That the
owner or owners, keeper or keepers of
any male or female dog or dogs above
thu ago of four months within tbe limits
of tho borough of Itoynoldsville are

That any dog or dogs,
bitch or bitches found within the limit
of tlm borough of Heynoldsvlllo unre-
strained, in large and not mu..led by
the mouth so as to prevent biting or
eating, during tho month of July and
August In niich nnd every your such
dog or dogs, hitch or blteboa ao found
iiiirnstruiiietl Ht large and not muzled
so h to prevent biting or eating during
tlio months aFoiesuld may bu secured
and eonllned or shut or otherwise de-
stroyed and the owner or owner, keep-
er or keeper thereof shall have no
clulm against the person so doing.

destroyed and buried.

Suction 4. That any Ordinance or
part of ordinance conllieting with the
provisions of this ordinance bo and the
same I hereby nqiealcd so far a tho
same effect, thl ordinance.
