Fools have attempted to lift
more than their reason dictated, and
have met with failure. The wise man
will continue to live so long as his
egotism remains dormant.

Many Miles of Valuable Land Owned by

Ignorant Half-Naked People.
A geologist who has been making a
study of Wyoming, Raleigh and Logan
counties in West Virginia, says that
the coal deposits average five feet in
thickness over an area of more than
one thousand square miles. He saw
out-croppings of coal rising to a height
of twenty-five feet and extending for
miles along the sides of the mountains,
On Thatcher’s creek in Logan county
he measured a vein of coal twenty-
seven feet in thickness.
