‘friend as he regained partial con-

sciousness in the Kingston Town-

ship ambulance. He had a. com-

pound fracture of the skull and

fractures of both legs.

Rambus had a possible fracture

of the skull, and compound. fracture
of the left leg. His foot was hang-
ing by a shred.

He has a wife and’ three small
"children.

Both cars, total wrecks, were
towed away by Clyde Birth. King-
ston Township. police remained on

the scene to directtraffic and search

for a possible unknown survivor.

Trucksville Fire Company stood
by because of the dangerous amount

of spilled gasoline.

Hans Jeffries were assisted by pa-

trolmen from Wyoming and State

. Police. Arnold  Yeust and William

he was anexcellent driver, ‘went

the following day.” She reports that
the Rambus car, going north, was

not able to get off the %Yoad; but

that there was a wide stretch where
the car coming south could have
left the road.
