BE IT ENACTED. AND OR-

Luzerne County, Pennsylvania, and
it is hereby enacted and ordained by
the authority of the same, as
follows:

Section 1.
word ‘‘person’’ as used in this Or-
dinance, shall mean any natural

nership or corporation.

Section 2. ‘’Nuisance’’ as used in
this. Ordinance,
unreasonable, unwarrantable or

causes injury, damage, hurt, in
convenience,  annoyance,  or
discomfort to any person in the

fiproperty.

Section 3.
Nuisances. It shall be unlawful for
any person to maintain, or permit to
be maintained, a nuisance on any
property owned or occupied by such

Section 4. Unlawful to Maintain
Conditions Determental to Health. It

maintain, or. permit to be* main
tained, on any property owned or
occupied by such person within the.
limits of the Borough of Dallas any
condition detrimental to health and
any such conditions shall constitute
a nuisance.

Section 5. Accumulations of
shall be unlawful for any person to
accumulate or cause or permit the
accumulating of garbage, refuse or
rubbish on public or private grounds
within the limits of the Borough of
Dallas and any such accumulation
shall constitute a nuisance.

Section 6. Storage of Abandoned or
Junked Automobiles May Constitute
Nuisance. It shall be unlawful for

Section 7, Dangerous Structures
Unlawful. It shall be unlawful for
any person to have, cause or permit
the texistence of any dangerous

Borough of Dallas.

Section 8. Abatement of
Nuisances. In the event any person
shall violate any of the provisions of
this Ordinance, the Borough Council
may order the abatement or
removal of any such nuisance or
dangerous structure by the owner,
reputed owner, or occupier of such

written notice to do so directed to
such owners or occupiers personally
or addressed to them at their last
known residence, and, upon default
of the owners of occupiers of such
grounds to abate or remove such
nuisance or dangerous structure as
so ordered, the Borough shall abate

abatement or removal, and collect
the cost thereof, together with a
penalfy of ten percent of the such
cost, in the manner provided by law.
Section9. Penalty for Violation.
Any person violating the terms of
this Ordinance shall be subject to a
fine not in excess of Three Hundred
($300.00) Dollars and costs of
prosecution for each and every
violation, which fine and costs may
be in addition to other remedies
hereunder. Provided, each day's
continuance of a violation of any of
the provisions of this Ordinance
shall constitute a separate offense.
Section 10. Severability. If any of
the provisions of this Ordinance
shall be declared to be invalid, all of
the other provisions hereof shall
remain in force and shall no be
affected thereby.

Section 11.  All Ordinances or
parts of ordinances inconsistent
herewith be and the same are
hereby repealed.
