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_AN'ORDINANCE RELATING TO_
e NUTSANCES.

Be it ordafned by the ‘Select and Common
ancils of the City of Allentown, and it is
hereby ‘enacted by the anthority of the same,
Tion 1, That no person shall .in any
way deface or damage, any of the houses,
buildings or fences, or any part thereof, within
this city under a penally or fine of five dol-
lars for each offence.

Sect. 2. That it shall not be lawful forany
person or persons, to bury a dead horse or
other dead carcase of cattle, sheep, hog, or
dog'in any of the public streets and alleys of
said city, nor in any of the open or vacant
ground in said city, except at a distance of
iwo hundred yards from the residence or
«dwelling of any person aud that all dead car-
casges of animals aforesaid, which shall be
buried within the limits of the city shall be
wvell covered with at least four feet of earth
in depth from the surface of the ground to
the upper part of the carcass and that each
and every person offending against any of the
provisions of this section, shall incur a pen-
alty or fine of not less than five nor more
than fifteen dollars for each offence.

Sect. 3. That no person or persons shall
cast, lay or throw in any of the streets, lanes
or alleys of this city, any snow or ice (except
such as may fall en the pavement in front of
the houses) nor deass, ashes, cinder garbage,
or rubbish of 2ny kind, under a penalty or
fine of five dollars for each offence.

Sect. 4. That no distiller, soap-boiler, tal.
low-chandler, victealler or other person, shall
be permitted to discharge, throw, cast or
empty into any of the streets, lanes, or alleys
any foul or stinking liquor, the returns from
theis stills ‘and boiling vessels, or filth from
their hog-stables, nor soap-boiler or tallow-
<handler, be permitted to keep, collect or use,
«or cause to be kept, collected, or used within
the limits of the city any stale, putrid or
stinking fat or ether matter, nor butcher or
victudller be permitted, to keep at or near
his, her or their slaughter house any garbage
or filth whatsoever that may produce a noi-
some smell so as to annoy or offend any
neighbor or any other person in the full and
free ‘epjoyment of wholesome air. Every
person or persons so offending shall incura
penalty or fine of ten dollars for each offence.

Sect. 5. That i€ any person or' persons
shall cast, throw, draw out, or lay any dead
horse ‘or other dead carcass of cattle, sheep,
or dog any excrements or filth from vaults,
privies, or necessary houses, or any decayed
animal, or vegetable matter whatever, and
shall Jeave the same without burial at least
four feet below the surface of the ground, on
any part of the commons within the limits
of the city or on or near any of the streets, |
lanes, or allegs, within the limitsof the city, |
he or they shell incur a penalty or fine of
five dollars fac each offence,

Ster. 6. That no person or persons shall
stand or place, or cause t9 be placed, or stood
any casks, bacrels, boxes, wares, goods, mer-
chandize, brick, stone ac lumber, of any kind
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occupant of every house fronting on or ad-
joining any street or alley, that bas been
graded, curbed and guttered in accordance
with; the city regulations, to keep the gutter
in front of his or her house or lot free from
all stagnant water or other impurities, under
the penalty or fine of two dollars for each!
and every day that the same shall be allowed
to remain uncleapsed.

Seer. 13, That if any person or persons
shall sell, or offer for sale, within the limits
of the city the flesh of any animal that has
come o its: death by disease or accident, or
that has been sick or deceased at the time of’
its being slaughtered, or within' one month
previous thereto, or the flesh of any calf that
has been killed under the age of twenty eizht
days any blown meat, or other impure or un-
healty article of provisions, he, she, or they,
so offending’ shall‘incur ‘a fine or penalty of
twenty-five dollars and imprisonment in the
lock-up of mo less than forty-eight hours for
each offence.

Secr. 14, That it shall be the duty of eve.
ry adult and every parent, guardian, or mas-
ter of every minor, residing within the lim«
its of the city who has not had the small pox
or been vaccinated, to be, if an adult, vacci-
nated, or in the case ot a minor, to cause such
minor to be vaccinated, between the first day
of January and the last day of July, under
the penalty of one dollar, unless unable to
do #0 by reason of poverty. And it shall be
lawful for any regular physician residing in
the city on application of such resident adult
or the parent master or guardian of such re-
sident minors as are unable by reason of pov.
erty to pay the vaccination fee to vaccinate
such adult, or minor, at any time during the
months above mentioned and recover the
usual fee for the same of and.from. the cor-
poration.

Secr. 15, That it shall herealter be the
duty of every practicing physician in this
city,'to report to the Mayor forthwith, the
existence of any cases of small pox, scarle-
tine or other contagious or malignant diseases,
within the limits of the city, on receipt of
which report the Mayor shall immediately
notify the teacher or principal of every
school, academy, and seminary in the city,
requesting said teacher or principal to dis.
pense with the attendance of all pupils re-
siding in the family in which such disease ex-
ists, and any physician teacher or principal
of any school academy or seminary within
this city, neglecting or refusing to comply
with the provisions of this enactment, or
who shall after such notice receive into his
or her institution any “pupil from or out of
any family in which such disease has been so
as aforesaid reported to exist until notified by
the attending physician that the same has

| disappeared or ceased to be dangerous, shall

on conviction thereol incur a penalty or fine
of ten dollars,

Secr. 16, That no privy shall hereafter be
erected within the limits of this cily, unless
the vault or cellar thereof has been dug or!
sunk to the depth of at least 12 feet from the
surface of the ground, nor any new erected

or description whatever, whether for sale or
otherwise, ‘on ‘or ovér any part of the foot
pavements in this city more than four feet |
six_inches in front of the house or premises

occupied by him, her, or them, nor shall sul-

fer the same to be more than six feet high,

under a penalty or fine of five dollars for

each offence, Provided that merchants or dea-

lers shall ‘not be prevented from using his,

her or their foot pavements or sidewalks for

the time reasonably required, for the loading

or unloading of goods or merchandize.

Sgor. 7. That every rail which shall be
or remain placed or ixed above the posts near
the gutter in any of the public streets in the
city, for the purpose of fastening thereto an
awning, shall be at least six feet four inches
from the lower side thereof to the pavement
under it. And every person who shall use
any such rail so placed or fixed, which shall
not be of the height aforesaid, above the pave.
ment, shall incuc a penalty or fine for every
such offence of tea dollars. That all and
every rail or rails, which are or shail be
placed or fixed for the purpose of fastening
awningsthereto, and shall not be of the beight
aforesaid above the pavement, shall be de-
clared to be a common nuisance and it shall
and may be lawlul for the High Constable
and he is hereby enjoined and required to
take down and remove the same.

Sect. 8. That no person or persons shall
be permitted to deposit any dung or manure
upon any of the public streets, lanes, or al-
leys of the said city, or to keep any dung-
bill or manure heap on that part of any lot
immediately adjoining any of the aforesaid
streets, lanes, or alleys, within the said city,
except the said dung-hill or manure heap be
enclosed sufficiently to prevent any dung-
filth, or straw from passing from the same
upon any of the streets, lanes, alleys, or side -
walks aforesaid, under a penalty or fine of
five dollars for each and every offence.

Secr. 9. That whenever any stable, hog-
pen, or manure heap, for want of proper
cleaasing, shall become offensive to the neigh-
borhood, it is hereby declared to be a nuisance,
and every person continuing the same, shall
incuc a penalty or fine of five dollars for
each and every day thereafter.

Secr. 10. That if any person shall inde.
cently expose his body, or shall ease himself
in or against any building, wall, or fence,at
or near any dwelling-house or in, or upon
any street, pavement or sidewalk within the
city, or in any way lewdly or immodestly
expose or demean himself to the scandal or

annoyance of the citizens of the said city, he f

shall iacur a penalty or fine of five dollars
for every offence.

Secr. 11, That it shall be the duty of the
occupier of every house within the limits of
the city, in the months of April and August
in each and every year, to cleanse the cellars
thereof of all dirt, decayed vegetables, or
other impure matter calculated to generate
disease and to cause them to be thoroughly
white-washed with fresh lime and also to
cause the privy vaults attached to such hou-
ses, to be purified by putting therein at least
one bushel of quick lime, during the month
of July, in each and every year. And every
person neglecting or refusing to comply with
and observe the provisions of this section,
shall incur a penalty or fine of five dollars.

Seer, 12. That it shall be the duty of the

continued in use (without being cleansed) af-
ter the contents thereof shall have reached 4
feet from the surface under the penalty or
fine of five dollars.

Sger. 17, That on complaint made to the
Mayor, that any inhabitant permits any of-
fensive or unhealthy nuisance to be and re-
mzin on his or her land or possessions, the
said Mayor is hereby authorized and empow-
ered to direct the Street Commissioner and
High Counstable to enter peaceably and view
the matter, or cause of complaint, and make
true report thereol in writing to the Mayor,
who after hearing the same shall order-and
direct the High Constable to give at least
twenty-four hours notice to the possessor of
the said land, to remove or abate the said
nuisance, and if the said possessor does not
within that time begin to abate or remove the
said nuisance and continue on until the same
is done, it shall and may be lawful for the
Mayor to issue his precept to the High Con-
stable, directing him to take with him the
Street Commissioner and as many other per-
sons as may be necessary with .imph'nwnls,
and enler into the said land peaceably, to res
move and abate the same, and the Hizh Con-
stable shall keep a just.and true account of
the expenses of removing or abating the said
nuisance, which expenses, provided they shall
appear just and reasonable, he shall be enti-
tled to recover from the possessor of the said
land in an action in his own name, before
the Mayor with cost of suit,

Sect. 18. That il any person or persons
shall think themselves aggrieved by the re-
port of the High Constable, he, she or they,
may appeal to the Select and Common Coun.
cils, who are hereby authorized to hear and
determine the same, provided notice of the
said appeal be given either in person or by
writing to the Presidcit of either council
within twelve hours after notice given to re~
move or abate the said nuisance, and the said
President is hereby required to summon the
Councils for the purpose of hearing and de-
termining the said appeal.

Sect. 19 That if any person or persons
shall erect or place any stall, both hoxes,
wagons, or fix any convenience as a public
stand, and shall use the same for opening and
selling oysters or for the purpose of huckster-
ing or offering for sale takes and beer .or
| strong drinks, cordials or cider, on any pub.-
lic day on any of the footways, or in any of
the public streets of the cily, be or they so
offending shall incur a pcnuliy or fine of two
dollars for every such ofience.

Sect. 20. That if avy person or persons.
[shall at any time be found in any of the
streets or other parts of the city, behaving in
a disorderly manner, and do net forthwith
| peaceably retire on being ordered to do so by
the High Constable or any Police officer, the
|said High Constable or Police officer shall
forthwith arvest the said ofiender or oftenders
{and take him or them or either of them, be.
fore the Mayor and on his view or on con-
|viction of the offender or offenders by the
oath or affirmation of one.or more lawful
witness or wilnesses, that the said person did
behave ina disorderly manner by insulting
any person or persons passing the streets, or
did make use of improper. language or pro-
fanely curse or swear, or interrupt the pas-
|sage, he or they shall incur a penalty or fine
"of five dollars.

Sect. 21« That il any person or persons
shall inany manner willfully injure; or break,
dig up, remove, pull down, destroy or defage
any of the publie buildings, lamp, or lamp-
posts, shade. trees, or jother property either
public or private within the limits of the
city, such, person or persons so ofiending shall
for every such- offence incur a penalty or fine
not exceeding one hundred dollars at the dis~
cretion of the Mayor before whom the same
shall be tried, together with costs of suit to.
besued for and recovered by the Treasurer
of the city and applied to and- for the use of
the said city.

Secr. 22, That if any person or . persons
shall willfully: place any obstractions on the
streets,  alleys, pavemeots -or. footways as
aforesaid, on upon any of the public parts of
this city, except in thealleys as near the Jine
as possible, every persan so offending, shall
for each and every such offence incur a pen~
alty or fine of three dollarsy if such obstruecs
tions be found before his own'lot or the lot in
his possession, and of six dollars if found on
any of the publie parts of this city.

That before said penalty shall be recover.
able, it shall be the duty of the High Con-
stable to notify the offender, and if the said
obstructions are not removed within twentys
four hours, it shall be the duty of the High
Constable to remove forthwith the said ob.
structions after which he shall lodge infor-
mation with the Mayor, and the offender in
each case shall pay the above penalty with
costs and in addition thereto the costs of re-
moval, The High Constable shall receive
for every such information, the sum of fifty
cents, to be paid out of the City Treasury.

Provided, That nothing in this section shall
be so construed, as to prevent any person
whose daily occupation may require room on
any of the public parts of this city, for his
work if he be a tradesman, or for his wagon
or vehicle if he be a farmer or carter, orany
other necessary calling in any line, to make
free use of said public part of said city, at
any time thereby not obstructing the passage
nor to prevent persons from laying wood next
the pavement for a reasonable time to have it
sawed and placed away, nor to prevent dea-
lers in merchandize and others from placing
boxes, barrels, or any thing in their line on
the pavement closeto the house, so as to oc-
cupy not more than four feet six inches from
the said line.

Sger. 23, That if any inn-keeper permit
any wagons, carriages or other vehicles, to
stand or remain in the street in the day-time
in such a position as to occupy more than
one third part thereof, measuring from curb
to curb, or refuse to remove the same forth-
with on being requested so to do by any offi-
cer or citizen of this city, he shall inecor a
penalty or tine of five dollaws for each offence.

Seer. 24. That if any wagoner, carter, or
driver of any carriage, sled, or sleigh, or any
other person shall stop or place any such car-
riage sled or sleizh at or near the intersection
of any street, lane, or public alley, within
the limits aforesaid, in such manner as to
cross the footway, or prevent foot passengers
from crossing the street, lane, or public alley,
and shall not immediately on the request of
the foot passenger cause the same to be re-
moved, or shall be absent therefrom, so that
request cannot be made, he, or they, shall
incur a penalty or fine of $3.00.

Sect, 25, That it shall be unlawfull for
any person or persons owning or oceupying
any lot or lots adjoining or fronting upon any
of streets in the city of Allentown that now.
are or hereafter shall be regulated, shaped,
and formed, according to the city regulations,
to sufler snow to be and remain upon the
pavements or sidewalks and gutters, adjoin.
ing such lot or lots as aforesaid for a longer
period than G hours after it shall have ceas-
ed snowing if it be in the day time, or after
12 o’clock A. M. next day if it be in the
night time. ~ And in case any person or per-
sons owning or occupying such lot or lots, as
aforesaid, shall neglect to remove the same
from the pavement or sidewalk, and gutter,
adjoining his, her, or their lot or lots, within
the time specified in this ordinance, it shall
be lawful for the Mayor, High Constable, or
any Policeman (o cavse the same to be re.
moved forthwith, and the expenses thereof,
together with costs of suit necessary shall be
collected from the owner or accupier in an
action of debt in the name of the city of Al-
lentown before any Alderman in said city.

Sect. 26. That it any person or persons
whatsoever shall hereafter fire guns or other
firearms, or who shall by any devise what-
ever fire powder so as lo cause an explosion,
or who shall make bonfires or carry lighted
torches through the streets or alleys, or who
shall make or cause to he made, sell, offer, or
expose o sale, any squibs, rockets, or other
fireworks, or cast, throw, or fice any squibs,
rockets, or other fireworks, within the limits
of the city of Allentown, he, or they, being
thereof duly convicted before the Mayor or
any Alderman of said city, shall for every
such oftence incur a penalty or fine of five
dollars, Provided nevertheless, that the pro-
visions and penalties imposed by thisact shall
not extend to members of volunteer compa-
nies, when on duty, and under command of
their othcers on days of .parade.

Secr. 27. That 1f any. | person . Gif persons
shall make any bonfires, or set fire to and
burn any paper, shavings, hay, straw, or
other combustible materials in any of the
streets or alleys of the city or in any private
enclosure within one hundred feet of an
stable, hayrick, or outhouse, he, or she, so DK
fendipg shall incur a penalty or fine of five
dollars.

Sger. 28. That no merchant, storekeeper,
or other person whatsoever, shall keep atany
one time more than one hundred pounds of;

A N ORDINANCE RELATING TO THE
41 NAMES OF STREETS and ALLEYS.

Section 1. Be it ordained by the Select
and Common Councils of the City of Allen.
town, and it is hereby enacted by the Autho-
rity of the same, that the streets and alleys
in the city ot Allentown, shall hereafter be
known by the names designated in this ordi-
nance,

Sect, 2. That the streets running north
and south, shall be designated as follows :
The street next to the Lehigh River shall be
called Front street, the next street running
parallel thereto, shall be called Ridge Ave-
nue, the next street running parallel, shall be
called Second street, the next Third street,
the next (being the first street west of the
Jordan) Fourth street and so on in numerical
orderto the western boundary of the city,
excepting, the street between 4th and Hith,
which shall be called Penn street. The street
running north and south between Furnace
street and Gordon street'in the 6th Ward,
shall be called Grand street,

Sect. 3. Thestreets running east and west,
shall be named as follows: The street run-
ning along the northern boundary line of the
cisy of 5th and 4th Wards and extending
through 5th Ward, shall be called Liberty
streel, the next running parallel to Liberty
street, shall be called Gordon street, the next
street running parallel thereto, shall be called
Chew street, the next street parallel to Chew
street shall be called Turner street, the next
street parallel to Turner street shall be called
Linden street, the next street parallel to Lin-
den street shall be called Hamilton street, the
next street parallel .to. Hamilton street shall
be called Walnut street, the next parallel to
Walnut street shall be called Union street,
and the street running from the foot of south
Fifth street to the western line of the city
shall be called Lawrence street, and the
square at the intersection of Hamilton and
Seventh streets shall be called Centre Square.

Sect, 4. The short street running south
from Union street at the foot of Church Alley
to the Little Lehigh shall be called Water
street,and the narrow street running obliquely
northwest from west side of Eigth street at
its intersection with Union and intersecting
with 10th at Walnut street shall be called
Jackson sfreet, the street running east and
west between Allen and Tilghman streets in
the 6th Ward shall be called Sycamore street.

Sect. 5. The streets running east and west
north of and parallel to Liberty street in the
Gth Ward of the city shall be designated as
follows : The next street parallel to the north
of said Liberty ¢treet shall be called Allen
street, the next street parallel to Allen street
shall be called Tilghman street, the next
street parallel to said Tilghran street shall
be called Furpace street, and the next street
parallel to Furnace street shall be called Jor-
dan street.

Secr. 6. The alleys running north and
south shall be known and designated as fol-
lows : The alley running between Front and
2d streets shall be called Water alley, the
alley between 2d and 3d streets, shall be call-
ed Wood alley, the alley between 3d and 4th
streets shall be called Foundry alley, the alley
between 6th and 7th streets shall be called
Church alley, the alley hetween 7th and 8th
streets shall be called Hall alley, the alley
between 8th and 9th streets, shall be called
Lumbecalley, the alley between 9th and 10th
streets shall be called Fountain alley, the
alley between 10th and 11th streets shall be
called Cemetery alley, and the alley between
