Simple Methods Check
| Ravages of Tiny Moth

| Of all household pests, the mosl
devastating is the delicate little

moth. Each year it is responsible|

for millions of dollars worth of
damage to fabrics and furs. Last
| summer was a record season for
| such losses. Yet homemakers can
| bring this damage down to almost
| zero by simple methods: cleanli-
| ness, the use of preventive chemi-
:cals, and the proper packing and
storage of woolen garments while
{ not in use.

| The need for preventive treat-
| ment is greater now than ever be-
| fore. Ruin of a single garment may
not seem a disaster to the person
who has money to replace it, but
{ multiplied by many garments it bes
comes a serious matter when every,
| additional yard of fabric requires
vital raw materials and more man-
power.

Whenever possible, garments sub-
| ject to moth damage should be
| washed before storing to rid them
| of the soil, spots, and grease which
| are so attractive to the moth. Over-
coats and other articles that cannot
go into the washtub should be dry
cleaned or should at least be
brushed thoroughly to remove dirt
| from pockets, seams, folds and
{ hems, and should be hung in the
sun for several hours. They should
then be treated with a moth
preventive and placed in -a clean,
absolutely airtight container or
wrapped tightly in clean news-
papers.
