§f pork chops and sausage
are done — insert a knife
into the thickest part
of the meat. If fresh pork is
done, all traces of pink col-
or have disappeared. How-
ever, when you cook roasts,
you ’'ll need to follow a time-
temperature. table or use a
meat thermometer. When us-
ing a meat thermometer, in-
sert it in the middle of the
thickest part of the roasi,
making sure the bulb or the
point doesn’t touch bone or
fat. Then cook the meat un-
til the thermometer registers
185 degrees. This will insure
-that the pork is safe to eat.
Oven temperature recom-

350 degrees. But the cooking
time will vary with the size,
shape, and composition of
the pork cut. A very fat
roast takes longer to cook
than a lean cut — heat pen-
terates fat more slow.y than
lean.
