•Jury deliiberations n the
Rodney King civil rights are
expected to begin this weekend
and authorities are preparing for
publicreactions to the verdict. In
Los Angeles, up to 6,500 police
officers will be on the streets,
National Gaurd armories are
prepared for deployment, curfews
have been proposed, and
temporary bans on ammunition
have been instituted. This
preview was given by Mayor
Tom Bradley and Police Chief
Willy Williams Tuesday of the
city's plan to quell possible
violence after the verdict is
released, "We're not going to fail
youthis lime," said Williams.
