It is very generally bcleved that
the possibilities in the offense are
vastly, greater than they have been
heretofore'and the opportumty for
individual play has reached a max-
imum. The game has quite ev-
idently been brought ditectly under
the influence of 'the f{onward pass
and the onside kick, these offering
the only practical . solution for gain~
ing material ground.

This gives a weaker team a gxeat—
er advantage to make consistant
gains as speedy men do not have'to
depend on line plays for advanc-
ing the ball, The ends open the
way fot’cartying’ the ball,” but this
does‘not necessarily mean that a
light, fast team can veadily hum-
ble weighty opponents. '

While speed has become an
essential feature, weight must be
combined with' it to make up a
uniform compact team. The de-
fense needs a great deal of atten-
tion in its development on account
of the wide scope of the foiward
pass'and the ' difficulty in success-
fully blocking ' the miny {fotms in
which it can be skillfully executed
For the line men on the defense, the
play is practically , the same as it

Again the temptation‘to aid the
man carrying the ball eithér by
pulling him, or pushing him, is ever
prevalent, and there will undoubt-
edly be many penalties imposed as
aresult of this- before the 1910 {oot-
ball seaspn closes.
